Introduction
According to the educational program 5B012900/6B01511–"Geography-History", training has been conducted since the 2017/2018 academic year in the state and Russian languages. In 2012, the specialty license was reissued in accordance with the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 10/15/2012 (series AB №12015198, Order KKSON of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan № 796 dated 05/26/2017). Since the 2019-2020 academic year, the group of educational programs has been changed, as a result of which the specialty code is currently 6B01511-Geography-History (Appendix A1, A2).

About the high status of Karaganda State University. Academician E.A. Buketov among the educational institutions of higher education is evidenced by the position of the university in the world and national rankings. Thus, according to the results of the QS EECA 2022 rating (countries of developing Europe and Central Asia), Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov took the 127th place. According to the results of the QS World University Ranking 2022, the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov took positions 801+ (www.topuniversities.com ). In the National Ranking of the demand for universities in 2022, the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov took the 4th position (iaar.agency). In 2022, according to the results of the independent Agency for Quality Assurance in Education (IQAA), the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov took the 3rd position among the leading multidisciplinary universities of Kazakhstan and the 2nd position among the multidisciplinary regional universities of the country (iqaa-ranking.kz ). In 2021, according to the version of NCE RK "Atameken" Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketova entered the tEP ten universities of Kazakhstan according to the results of the rating of educational programs (atameken.kz ). According to the results of the Global Aggregated Rating of 2022, the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov entered the TEP 10% of the best universities in the world (best-edu.ru ).

The teaching staff of the graduating department implements their professional scientific and pedagogical activities within the framework of the EP in strict accordance with the Qualification professional standard of the teaching staff of the Karaganda University. academician E.A. Buketov.

Currently, the EP is provided with a highly qualified teaching staff with a basic education. The site represents the Karaganda University named after E.A..Buketova in the global Internet. Over the past years, the university's website has been taking the leading positions – 4th and 5th place - among the websites of universities in Kazakhstan in the world ranking of the best websites of the world's leading universities Webometrics.

Training on EP 6B01511-"Geography-History" is carried out in the academic building № 3 of the Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov. At the disposal of undergraduates are modern classrooms with multimedia equipment, 2 computer classes, 1 language lab, 1 educational and research laboratory "GIS and electronic cartography", 8 specialized classrooms: Innovative technologies for teaching geography, Methods of teaching geography, Geology and Geomorphology, Economic, social and political geography, Methods of geographical research, Local History, Geographical and geoecological studies of Central Kazakhstan, Physical geography of continents and oceans.
STANDARD 1. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE QUALITY ASSURANCE POLICY
The educational program has goals that meet the requirements of the State Mandatory Standard:

- formation of fundamental knowledge, skills and abilities necessary in professional activity;

- formation of ecological, physical, aesthetic, legal culture;

- formation of universal and socio-personal values.

In strict accordance with the objectives of the educational program, the Faculty of Biology and Geography formulated its mission, which is to provide high-quality education in the field of geographical, biological and environmental sciences for students and undergraduates based on the use of innovative technologies, while preserving the values of classical education and to prepare specialists of a new generation capable of taking responsibility for the future of the region.

The content of the faculty's mission corresponds to the university-wide mission and is also conditioned by the preparation of bachelors in EP 6B01511 "Geography-History".

The initial documents for the formation of the objectives of the EP are:

- regulatory documents: The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education" dated July 27, 2007.

- rules for the organization of the educational process on credit technology of education, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 20, 2011 for № 152;

- standard rules of activity of educational organizations implementing educational programs of higher and postgraduate education (Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan № 499 of May 20, 2013) to the Standard Curriculum ((Resolution of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan № 48930 of May 20, 2013, № 17657 of 10/30/2018)

EP 6B01511-Geography-History was developed in accordance with the goals and objectives of the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University, the mission of the university and the faculty, according to the expectations of society, the needs of the economy in the professional activities of graduates capable of carrying out production, management, research, monitoring professional functions. The high percentage of employment – 97% shows the high demand for graduates in the labor market.
The objectives of the educational program are formed taking into account the opinion of employers (educational organizations-schools, colleges) who participate in determining the list of elective disciplines of the program (presented in the form of a catalog of elective disciplines – QED, Appendix B1), the topics and reviewing of theses, in providing practice bases and determining the final assessment of graduates. One of the forms of solving the problems of student-centered learning is professional practice, which best allows you to perform the procedure of "creating opportunities" for students, rather than traditional "informing". The student-centered approach when performing work as an intern places a great responsibility on the student, encouraging him to think, process, analyze, synthesize, criticize, apply, solve problems, etc. A variety of organizations, which are bases of practice, provides students with ample opportunities for the development of individual learning trajectories. In order to stimulate and motivate students to conscious learning and active participation in the educational process, to create a favorable academic environment, the student is granted the right to form an individual learning trajectory according to the "Catalog of Elective Disciplines". The "Catalog of Elective Disciplines" (Appendix B1) contains a list of elective disciplines included in the working curriculum in 2017-2018/2018-2019/2019-2020/2020-2021/2021-2022 academic years, including taking into account the wishes of employers, which are reflected and approved bilaterally in the list (protocol) of coordination of disciplines, which is stored at the department. In the 2019-20 academic year, 30% of the basic and 50% of the core elective disciplines were updated. In the 2021-22 academic year, 30% of basic elective subjects were updated. At the request of employers, the disciplines of the "Professional and pedagogical" module are included, for example, "Management in education", "Inclusive education", including such disciplines as "Bilim berudin zhanartylgan mazmuny turgysynan geografiyany okytu adistemesi", "Geoglobalistics zhane tabigatty paidalanu", "Kazakh ethnografiyasy", "Zertteushilik ic- areketin uyymdastyru adistemesi", "Mektep zhuyesinde kashyktyktan okytudy uyymdastyru" Information about these disciplines is contained in the "Electronic University" system, in the "Curriculum" section. On the university's website, information about the EP is constantly updated: UMKD, catalogs of elective disciplines, electronic lecture courses, multimedia presentations, etc. By logging in through your personal account on the website e.ksu.kz. each student can receive up-to-date information and take an active part in shaping the learning process, monitor their learning, participate in the design of courses, curricula and their evaluation.

Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov has a clear, clear and accessible Quality Policy, which was approved by the rector of the University on 05.11.2018. and which consists in strengthening the leading positions among multidisciplinary universities of the Republic of Kazakhstan through ensuring the trinity of education, science and production, expanding academic and managerial independence, expanding forms of cooperation with foreign universities and research centers, ensuring the practice-oriented nature of educational programs, strengthening the integration of university science with high-tech industries. The tEP management of the University (rector, vice-rectors) develops, in accordance with the current requirements and priorities of the state policy in the field of education and science, a Quality Policy that describes the university's obligations in relation to:

• quality of educational services and improvements in accordance with consumer requests;

• competitiveness of educational services;

• resources needed to achieve quality objectives;

• the stated mission of the university.

The actualization of the Quality Policy is carried out by the higher management of the university on the basis of changes in external documents defining the educational activities of state universities of Kazakhstan (the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education", the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Science", the State Program for the Development of Education and Science in the Republic of Kazakhstan, etc.).

The development strategy of the EP takes into account potential risks and the university management approves the developed plans and approves the criteria for evaluating effectiveness to prevent them. The plans are drawn up in the context of the Quality Policy of Karaganda University, the annual quality goals of the University and the quality goals of the faculties and departments that follow them, the annual work plans of the Rector's Office, the Academic and Supervisory Board, the Scientific and Technical Council, the annual work plans of faculties, departments and departments. All plans are focused on the implementation of the goals, objectives, indicators of the medium-term Development Strategy of Karaganda University for 2017-2021. The rector, vice-rectors, teachers, heads of departments, deans, heads of departments are involved in the periodic evaluation of the results and comparative analysis of the achieved performance indicators through consideration of planned issues at the meetings of the rector's office (once every two weeks), the Academic council (once a month), other collegial bodies of the university and faculties (by management levels)..

Non-simulation and simulation technologies of active learning are successfully used in the educational process of the Department of Geography. Non-imitation technologies of active learning: problem lectures, seminar-discussion, thematic discussions, "round tables". Simulation technologies: simulation exercises, trainings, educational games, project protection, etc.

Among the mechanisms for implementing and achieving the goals of the university's quality policy is the internal System of the electronic university (www.e.ksu.kz ), which ensures that all participants in the educational process are informed. The electronic university includes a local electronic document management System/EDMS, which allows for the rapid exchange of information between all departments of the university and faculties, provides automatic online approval of documents, including through the introduction of an electronic digital signature (EDS) in 2016. Among the university's information channels are educational and legal portals (http://znanie.ksu.kz / and http://pravo.ksu.kz /), portals "Electronic University", "Scientific Library", "Inclusive education", "Graduates of Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov" (http://e.ksu.kz /, http://library.ksu.kz /, http://tulek.ksu.kz /). In order to unite the offices of the registrar of faculties directly working with students, which are part of the Registrar's Office of the University, in the 2017-2018 academic year, the functioning of a new support service was launched - the Service Center for Students and Employees /CEP on the principle of "one window" with the provision of background information, acceptance of applications for educational services provided by the state regulations and other necessary documents.

The responsibilities of the Faculty of Biology and Geography include the organization of the educational process, including the organization of practices, the provision of educational and methodological literature, teaching staff, modern educational facilities, the implementation of general control over the implementation of the OP. The responsibilities of the department include the development of EP, CAD, Syllabus, practice programs, educational and methodological literature, coordination of the content of the program with employers, assistance in the employment of graduates, monitoring of academic performance, updating of EP in accordance with the requirements of the market and the external environment.

The Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment has developed internal regulatory documents, in the implementation of which members of the Department of Geography and other departments of the Faculty and University are directly involved: "Regulations on monitoring the quality of education at the E.A.Buketov Karaganda University" (https://buketov.edu.kz ), "Regulations on the certification of the teaching staff Karaganda State University named after E.A.Buketova" (https://buketov.edu.kz ), as well as documented QMS procedures: "Conducting an analysis of the quality of admission of students", "Conducting an analysis of academic performance indicators of students", "Conducting a control cross-section of students' knowledge of the pre-graduation course", "Conducting preparatory activities for the VAUD", "Conducting an analysis of the quality of students' graduation".

The quality assurance policy is adjusted to meet the requirements of the external environment in relation to the specialty 6B01511-Geography -History. For example, at the request of employers, new elective courses are introduced, practically oriented topics of graduation papers are offered; the modernization of laboratories is carried out taking into account the requirements of production; the subject and content environment of special classrooms allows you to work out specific competencies of students needed in practice and in the process of working at school, gymnasium, college, etc.

The student is a central participant in the implementation of educational programs, therefore, when ensuring the quality of the EP, his interests are taken into account first of all. At the same time, the student takes responsibility for the learning outcomes. The student is given the right to form an individual learning trajectory. The University provides student-centered learning and teaching, in order to stimulate and motivate students to conscious learning and active participation in the educational process, through the creation of a favorable academic environment and student support services. The quality of the educational program is provided by the structural units of the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov.

The university management, teaching staff and students take an active part in planning, ensuring the quality of the OP. The tools that allow taking into account the students' point of view on quality assurance are diverse: representation of students in the Academic Council of the university, systematic questioning of students in order to find out their satisfaction / dissatisfaction with teaching, assistance to the administration in the organization and functioning of student self-government bodies. The Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment has developed a "Methodological toolkit for conducting sociological surveys at the E.A.Buketov Karaganda University", which contributes to monitoring. Based on the monitoring results, procedures are being implemented to continuously improve the quality of services and resources provided.

The University provides student-centered learning and teaching. Stimulating and motivating students to conscious learning and active participation in the educational process takes place through the creation of a favorable academic environment and student support services ( information package on the university's website https://info.MSI .kz/?page_id=1842 ).

Monitoring of the effectiveness of the quality management system is carried out through internal and external audits. According to the conclusions of external audits, the QMS of the university is effective and fully complies with the requirements of the international standard ISO 9001:2015. The needs of employers are determined by their questionnaires, as well as in the process of cooperation within the framework of the work of branches of the department at enterprises, during the state certification of university graduates.

The relationship between scientific research, teaching and learning is demonstrated by the formation of a data bank on the subject of theses in the context of scientific directions of research projects carried out at the Department of Geography, the use of scientific and methodological developments in the educational process and their implementation in elective courses. This interaction involves, on the one hand, the organization of joint scientific research, the implementation of targeted training of students in the field of theoretical knowledge and practical skills, on the other hand, the development and coordination of elective courses in accordance with innovative requirements and requests of enterprises.

The results of the scientific work of the teaching staff of the department are introduced into the educational process and become the basis of elective courses. At the Faculty of Biology and Geography, there are laboratories "GIS and electronic cartography", "Research Park of Biotechnology and Ecomonitoring", "Laboratories of Molecular Genetics and Biotechnology", "Ecological and Genetic Research", on the basis of which research activities are carried out under programs of fundamental, applied, contractual scientific research with the participation of staff, teachers, undergraduates, students of the faculty, scientists, specialists of other institutions and organizations.

The results of scientific research are reflected in the subject of theses carried out at the Department of Geography using scientific and methodological developments. Individual students of the Bachelor's degree program are part of the working groups as performers and participants.

The distribution of the teaching load of teaching staff is carried out on the basis of the scientific orientation of the teacher. For example, PhD, Associate Professor Akpambetova K.M. (direction: geological and geomorphological research) teaches disciplines such as "Geology", "Geomorphology", "Paleogeography", PhD, assistant Associate Professor Kadirbayeva D.A. (direction: methodology of teaching geography, local history) teaches disciplines "Local history", "Geography of the population", "Historical geography", PhD, assistant Associate Professor Talzhanov S.A. (direction: economic geography and land resources) teaches such disciplines as "Economic and social geography of the world", "Economic and geographical problems", "Land resources of the Republic of Kazakhstan", etc.

The effectiveness of the goals of the EP is systematically assessed through planned consideration at meetings of the department, the Faculty Council, the Dean's Office of questions about students' academic performance, the results of professional practice, the quality of thesis defense and passing state exams, the degree of student satisfaction with the quality of education.

Striving to ensure the high quality of educational programs, scientific research, as well as creative and applied projects, the university guarantees compliance with the principle of academic freedom. In 2017, a document on maintaining academic integrity was developed - the Code of Corporate Ethics of Karaganda University, which is based on the principles of tolerance, collectivism, academic integrity and corporate solidarity. The main purpose of the Code is to create an atmosphere of mutual respect, goodwill, scientific and creative cooperation at the University. The Code of Corporate Ethics is posted on the University's website (https://buketov.edu.kz ) is published annually in the monthly university newspaper "Zhastar Alemi – The World of Youth" (for example, in 2017-2018 academic Integrity Rules were published in issue № 9 (265) dated 30.09.2017).

In order to prevent offenses and strengthen discipline, a helpline works around the clock at the university, all received signals are carefully studied, all data is posted on the university's website. The rector's blog is functioning (http://blog.MSI .kz/). The effective mechanisms of legal education and the formation of legal knowledge include the purposeful activity of the legal department, which actively participates in the formation of the legal consciousness of students by holding annual meetings with students who have entered the university, ensures the updating of normative legal acts of departments, faculties, divisions, develops and monitors the implementation of contracts for the provision of educational services of higher and postgraduate education. Along with these mechanisms, each student and teacher can contact vice-rectors, deans, heads of departments, heads of departments in working mode, without making an appointment and solve the problems that have arisen. In addition, the rector of Karaganda University carries out the reception on personal issues according to the approved schedule.

In the conditions of organizing an effective fight against corruption, eliminating the causes that give rise to it, Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketova is focused on active work on the formation, implementation and monitoring of the anti-corruption strategy and action plan for its implementation, including the development of various own programs and regulations in this area, and thereby contributing to the eradication of corruption nationwide. The anti-corruption strategy of Karaganda State University has been developed. Academician E.A. Buketov for 2015-2025. The anti-corruption policy is based on the main ideas of strategic documents reflecting Kazakhstan's principled position on this issue, including the "Anti-Corruption Strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2015-2025", approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 26, 2014 № 986, the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated July 2, 1998 № 267 "On combating Corruption", the Program Anti-corruption of the Amanat Party for 2015-2025, approved by Resolution № 001 of the Political Council of the Amanat Party dated November 11, 2014.

An important indicator of the successful development of Karaganda State University. Academician E.A. Buketov is the policy of continuous improvement of the external and internal image implemented by the university, one of the main criteria of which is a positive image of the university in the local community, in the eyes of the academic community, in national and world rankings. In the conditions of successful implementation of the principles of corporate governance and strengthening of a positive image, the university uses coordinated and coordinated efforts of all participants in the scientific and educational process to fight corruption. An intolerant attitude to corruption becomes the civic position of every employee and student of the university, and academic honesty and integrity - the norm of behavior. Voice messages are regularly broadcast in academic buildings to focus attention on the fight against corruption.
The university management, teaching staff and students take an active part in the planning, implementation and monitoring of all processes carried out at the university. Teaching staff and employees have the opportunity to participate and make suggestions for improving activities at meetings of the labor collective, meetings with the rector, vice-rectors, deans of faculties, meetings of the Academic Council of the University, the rector's Office, the quality assurance commission of the faculty, scientific and methodological seminars of departments. Students regularly meet with the faculty and the rector on their problems, issues of corruption offenses. Accessibility of the university administration and feedback to teachers and students is provided through the university rector's blog, Personal pages of teachers and students on the University's Educational Portal, and helplines. There is a legal portal on the university's website http://pravo.MSI .kz section "StEP corruption", which reflects regulatory documents and anti-corruption issues in the periodical press.

STANDARD 2. EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS: DEVELOPMENT AND APPROVAL
One of the fundamental educational documents is the EP and the catalog of elective disciplines, formed on the basis of individual plans of students and regulating the procedure for mastering the educational program. Based on the principles of continuity, continuity and adaptability, the working curriculum contains a list of disciplines, the number of credits, the duration of semesters, types of classes and forms of control. The working curriculum is built taking into account the requirements of the State Compulsory Standard of Higher Education № 1080 dated August 23, 2012 (as amended in 2016), SES № 604 dated 10/31/2018, SES № 2 dated 07/20/2022, which regulate the ratio of compulsory, basic and profile disciplines; compulsory and elective disciplines; classroom classes and independent work of students (SRS/SRSP); the volume of credits by type of practice; the complexity of the student's workload. The EP is developed by the department's working group in accordance with the guidelines for the design and design of the university's educational program, after which the EP is coordinated with the quality assurance commission of the faculty, reviewed and approved by the Faculty Council, the Academic Council and the University Board. So, for the 2021-2022 academic year, the EP was considered at the Council of the Faculty of Biology and Geography, Protocol № 8 of 25.03.2022.; at the meeting of the Academic Council, protocol № 5. of 28.04.2022; at the meeting of the University Board, Protocol № 12 of 16.05.2022.

Guided by the requirements of the contents of the catalog of elective courses and the academic calendar, under the guidance of an adviser, students determine an individual trajectory for the academic year. The logic of drawing up an individual plan determines the choice of elective courses, teachers, supervisor, topics of course and graduation papers.

The graduating department has developed an EP specialty for the entire duration of higher education 6B01511-Geography-History, a catalog of elective disciplines taking into account the needs of potential employers. The EP contains disciplines of three cycles: general education, basic, and profile disciplines. The EP is developed on the basis of modular design, competence-based approach and consideration of the results of mastering the entire modular program in credits of the Republic of Kazakhstan and ECTS.

The following principles are implemented in the development of the EP: orientation to global trends in the development of higher and postgraduate education; multidisciplinary, student-centered, innovative, focused on the formation of systemic thinking and social communication, the use of competence in training specialists, orientation to national trends and orientation to the strategic priorities of the university.

The content and logic of the educational program is determined by the regulatory requirements of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the internal regulations of the University. According to the current rules, the formation of the EP is carried out on the basis of the State Mandatory Standard of Higher Education, which describes the concept of compulsory courses, defines professional competencies and qualification characteristics of graduates. Quantitative data on all mastered modules, disciplines, types of practices, exams, final certification, credits and hours are given in the summary table of the educational program.

The educational program 6B01511-Geography-History contains 2 main sections: the passport and the content of the educational program. The content of the educational program reflects 17 modules, which include 8 modules of general education disciplines (OOD), 22 modules of basic disciplines (DB) and 11 modules of profile disciplines (PD).

The content of the educational program "6B01511-Geography-History" reflects 11 modules, which include 9 modules of general education disciplines (OOD), 21 modules of basic disciplines (DB) and 6 modules of profile disciplines (PD), "Additional type of training" (DVO) including Practice and "Final certification". Each of these modules is aimed at achieving certain learning outcomes, from which professional competencies are formed. In the current academic year , two new forms have been included in the EP: 1) "Criteria for evaluating learning outcomes"; 2) "EP Development Plan".

The content of the EP includes: mandatory modules (OOD), modules in the specialty, additional modules and final certification (IGA) (Appendix B2).

To form special competencies, students are offered to study the disciplines: "Electronic cartography, "Methods of using digital resources in geography lessons" and others that contribute to the formation of skills and abilities to work with electronic resources and technology, laboratory equipment, knowledge and skills in the field of digital resources. In the same way, all disciplines of the EP modules are selected in order to form competencies that are also clearly indicated in the EP.

The content of EP 6B01511-Geography-History (2022-2023 academic year) was developed on the basis of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education" (dated July 27, 2007 № 319-III; Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated July 11, 1997 № 151-1. "On Languages in the Republic of Kazakhstan"; State Law № 604 dated August 31, 2018, National Qualifications Framework dated March 16, 2016 by the Republican Tripartite Commission on Social Partnership and Regulation of Social and Labor Relations; Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Approval of the Rules for organizing the Educational process on Credit Technology" dated October 2, 2018 № 152; Classifier of areas of training with higher and postgraduate education dated October 13, 2018 № 569.

Educational and methodological documents that ensure the implementation of the EP are developed at the departments by leading teachers in accordance with internal regulatory documents and approved at meetings of the Faculty and University Council. The working curriculum (RUP) of the educational program 6B01511-Geography-History fully corresponds to the Catalog of elective disciplines.

So, in the RUP 2017-2018 years of admission according to the TUE 2017, 21 credits are allocated for the mandatory component in the OOD cycle, 20 credits are allocated for the mandatory component, 7 credits are allocated for the optional component, 5 credits are allocated for the mandatory component, 27 credits are allocated for the optional component credits.

In RUP 2022-2023 according to the educational program 6B01511-Geography-History, the number of subjects studied in credits is as follows OK – 51. VK – 45, KV – 60 credit; professional practices – 30 credits; final certification - 12 credits, which fully meets the requirements for the volume of credits mastered in the context of the modules of the educational program.

Elective component disciplines are included in the RUP from the Catalog of elective disciplines. The catalog of elective disciplines is reviewed annually taking into account changes in the external environment and the requirements of the labor market. The list and content of elective disciplines are agreed with employers: BIO n.Nurmakov Secondary School, Murager Secondary School, KSU Gymnasium № 3, KSU "Specialized boarding School named after Zhambyl", Boarding Lyceum "Bilim-innovation" № 1, Branch of RSE "Kazhydromet" of Karaganda region, Republican Public Association "Kazakh Geographical Society". The catalog of elective disciplines is filled in for the entire period of study. At the university, catalogs of educational programs are placed in the Electronic University System (e.MSI.kz) and is available to teachers and students.

Professional practice is a mandatory component of the professional curriculum of higher education. The RUPA of the educational program 6B01511-Geography-History provides for the following types of practices: educational (introductory, field), pedagogical (psychological and pedagogical, educational, industrial), pre-graduate. For all types of practices at the department there are programs of practical training according to the educational program.

The department has contracts for the passage of professional practices with the following enterprises: ROO "Kazakh Geographical Society", a branch of NIS KHBN G.Karaganda AOO "Nazarbayev Intellectual schools" of Karaganda, KSU "Gymnasium № 3" of Karaganda, KSU "Specialized boarding school named after N. Nurmakov" of Karaganda, KSU "Boarding Lyceum "Bilim-Innovation № 2" of Karaganda, KSU "Specialized boarding school named after Zhambyl" of KaragandaKaraganda, KSU "N.Abdirov Secondary School" (№ 58) of Karaganda, KSU "Lyceum School № 57 named after S.Sattarova"Karaganda, KSU "Kanysh Satpayev Gymnasium" (№ 38) Karaganda, KSU "Specialized boarding school "Murager" Karaganda.

The analysis of the results of professional practice shows the growth of professional skills, the demand for students who confirm the theoretical knowledge gained in practice. Information about the bases of professional practice, rules, deadlines, requirements for passing professional practice is reflected in the personal accounts of students in the personal accounts of students in the idl.MSI .kz system.
The following teaching materials are used in the training of future specialists in the educational process: textbooks, guidelines, lecture notes, RUE (Syllabus) and other didactic handouts. All modules/disciplines of the Bachelor's Degree program are provided with a Working curriculum (Syllabus) and methodological guidelines developed in accordance with the Methodological Recommendations. RUP (Syllabus) are placed in the IRBIS electronic catalog in the state and Russian languages. The RUP (Syllabus) provides a training program for the discipline with a reflection of data on teachers, prerequisites, post-prerequisites, a brief description of the discipline, learning outcomes, formed competencies, course policies and procedures, a schedule for completing and passing tasks in the discipline, a thematic plan, a map of the educational and methodological provision of the discipline, and also contains a teaching and methodological the material is in the form of a lecture complex (lecture abstracts), seminars with the indication of methodological instructions and written assignments, questions for students' self-control. Employers, in the form of written petitions, make a request for inclusion in the list of elective disciplines of certain profile disciplines, participate in the coordination of these disciplines, after which these disciplines are included in the publication plan and transferred to the teachers of the department for development. A sample of the RUP (Syllabus) is given in (Appendix B3).

The catalog of elective disciplines allows students to ensure a holistic and step-by-step mastering of EP; continuity of disciplines and accumulation of professional competencies; conditions for the transition from course to course and continuation of training in postgraduate education programs. For example, to study such major disciplines as "Economic, social and political geography of the world" and "Methodology of history", it is necessary to master the following disciplines: "General Land science", "Topography with the basics of geodesy", "Physical geography of continents and oceans, "Population geography with the basics of demography", "Geography of the world economy", "History of the Middle Ages", "New History of Kazakhstan", "New and recent history of Europe and America", "New and recent history of Asia and Africa", etc. The catalog of elective courses is compiled taking into account the requirements of employers, the relevance of disciplines, modern achievements of science and society.

The main directions of the educational and methodological work of the department is the introduction of modern innovative technologies into the educational process, some of the provisions of which are summarized and presented in the form of educational, teaching aids and monographs of teachers of the department, for example: "Modern world geography GIS countres" (Zhomartova G.Z., Kadirbaeva D.A.), "Adamzat geografiyasy: aimaktar men olkelerge zhahandyk kozkaras":/Paul L. Knox.,Sallie A. Marston: Aud. S.A.Talzhanov, G.B. Abieva, G.Zh.Zhomartova, "Korshagan ortany korgau maseleri:turakty bolashakka kozkaras"/Robert L. McConnell, Daniel C. Abel; Aud. G.B. Abieva, G.Zh.Zhomartova., "Duniezhuzilik sharuashylyk geografiyasy" (K.D.Kenzhina, G.N.Chistyakova), "Tarikh geography" (Kadirbaeva D.A.), "Kazakhstan aridty territorialaryn geomorphologiyasy" (Akpambetova K.M., Abieva G.B., Zhangozhina G.M.).

For students of the educational program of the teaching staff of the department are developed electronic lectures, multimedia presentations on the subjects of the curriculum (Appendix B3).

The University has signed Memoranda and Cooperation agreements with secondary schools of the city, region and republic.

Every year, a "Career Day" is held with employers - a large–scale career guidance event, the purpose of which is to create a platform for meeting employers and young professionals - students and graduates.

In accordance with the Rector's Order № 232 dated 18.02.2019. "On the establishment of academic committees" the committees of faculties in the areas of training for the coordination of the content and examination of educational programs include, along with teaching staff and employers, a fourth-year student of the specialty 6B01511-Geography-History N. Maratov.

In addition, taking into account the opinions of students about the desire to listen to lectures by foreign scientists, courses of lectures by guest professors from Russia were organized - Dmitry Vladimirovich Chernykh, Altai State University; Dmitry Leonidovich Golovanov, Lomonosov Moscow State University, David Lorant Denes Saint-Ishvant University, Hungary (online).

According to the joint Order of the Minister of Labor and Social Protection of the Population of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 09/24/2012 № 373 and the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 09/28/2012 № 441, Kazakhstan approved the National Qualifications Framework, which contains eight levels of qualifications. Qualifications (academic degrees) obtained after graduation correspond to the level of higher education: level 6 – Bachelor of Natural Sciences in EP 6B01511-Geography-History. In order to improve the quality of training specialists at the university, the direction of educational programs for external examination and peer review to partner universities and partner enterprises is practiced.

Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov is training specialists in a three–stage model of vocational education (bachelor's degree–master's degree-PhD) based on credit technology of education, which contributes to ensuring continuity of education levels, improving the quality of education, academic mobility of students and teachers. The transfer of ECTS-type loans is carried out in accordance with the Regulation on the ECTS-type loan transfer system.

Until 2019, admission of students from other universities is carried out according to the Rules of transfer and restoration of students by types of educational organization approved by the Order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 20, 2015 № 19. Continuation of training and transition to the next educational level of the student is carried out according to the Academic Policy of the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov. Every year, by the decision of the Rector's office of the University, the value of the minimum transfer score for transfer from course to course in the context of undergraduate courses is established.

The University has the capabilities to implement educational programs using distance learning technologies. On the website of the Electronic University in the section Center for Distance Education idl@MSI .kz students can find all the information and materials necessary for training: lectures, educational and methodological complexes on disciplines, tasks for current control, test tasks for final control. Students are offered a wide range of electronic resources of the university's scientific library, an electronic database of Educational and methodological publications "Epigraph".

The educational institution conducts regular evaluation and revision of programs with the participation of students, staff and other stakeholders on the basis of systematic collection, analysis and management of information, as a result of which programs are adapted to ensure their relevance. Revised program details are published.

At the same time, universities should take into account the following indicators:

- information about the contingent of students;

- academic performance, student achievements and dropout rate;

- students' satisfaction with the implementation of programs;

- availability of educational resources and student support services;

- employability of graduates;

- qualification of graduates;

The list of disciplines included in the elective component is determined by the professional specifics of the educational program. The study of any discipline, regardless of its academic status, is completed by passing an exam and awarding credits. As a result, the measurability of the academic progress of students is ensured, who get the opportunity to master the program ahead of time through the credit accumulation system. A logical addition to the curriculum is a catalog of elective courses containing a brief summary of academic disciplines and a related list of pre- and post-requirements (Table 4).

Mechanisms for assessing the quality and expertise of educational programs are carried out at every stage of their implementation: planning an educational program, its direct implementation and improvement. The evaluation of the educational program is carried out by internal and external evaluation mechanisms. Internal evaluation of educational programs is carried out at the level of: departments, faculty councils, academic Council and the University Board. Evaluation of the quality of the implementation of the educational program is carried out within the framework of the general system of monitoring the quality of education. The evaluation mechanisms are control visits to classes, open classes, sociological surveys of participants in the educational process, feedback from external managers of practices, conclusions of chairmen of state attestation commissions, reviewers of theses, as well as analysis of performance indicators, final state certification. Control visits to classes are regularly carried out by the head of the department, members of the quality assurance commission of the faculty, teaching staff of the department, representatives of the Academic Council of the University (Appendices B4).

The results of the evaluation of educational programs are discussed at meetings of the collegial bodies of the faculty and the university, which make decisions on measures to ensure the quality of education. At the institutional level, issues of the quality of program implementation are regularly considered at meetings of collegial bodies. The questionnaire procedure of students allows you to get information about the expectations of students in terms of improving learning conditions, replenishing the fund of educational literature, including educational topics or disciplines in the Catalog of elective courses, the development of academic mobility. During the reporting period, based on the results of monitoring, a number of measures were taken to improve the quality of the implementation of the educational program, for example, in 2018, branches of the department were opened in KSU "School-Lyceum № 17" in Balkhash, 2019 - KSU "Gymnasium № 3" in Karaganda, 2022 KSU "Gymnasium № 17" in Saran.

Students' satisfaction with the implementation of programs is constantly monitored by advisors and curators of academic groups. Advisors advise students on issues related to studying at a university, the choice of disciplines of their choice, and help solve emerging problems. To help the advisors at the university, a specialty manual is issued, which provides the goals and objectives of the specialty, requirements for a specialist.

The educational program is implemented in the state and Russian languages. The general technology of training in the specialty is credit technology of training. Currently, the contingent of students enrolled in the educational program is 54 people, 45 people are studying at the expense of the state educational grant, 9 on a contractual basis. Information about the contingent of students is given in (Appendices B5). Students' academic performance is at a fairly high level. If there are available places for educational grants, students with high academic performance are transferred to the grant.

The student rating of teachers serving the program compiled on the basis of the sociological survey "Teacher through the eyes of students" of the 2018-2019 academic year indicates that 97% of teachers have a high assessment of students.

Graduates of the educational program – bachelors in the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" have the opportunity to continue their education in the field of postgraduate and additional professional education, which allows us to fully talk about the possibility of obtaining continuous higher and postgraduate education within the walls of the university. The faculty trains masters in the specialty 7M01506-"Geography", the contingent of which is formed from among strong graduate students, excellent students with research skills, professional competencies.

The qualification obtained by graduates as a result of mastering the educational programs of bachelor's degree specialties belongs to the 6th level of qualification of the National Qualifications Framework.

STANDARD 3. STUDENT-CENTERED LEARNING, TEACHING AND PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENT
Student self-government as one of the forms of work that have developed at the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University is based on the principle of prioritizing the interests and needs of students. The Department of Social Affairs of the University's Youth Policy, the Student Parliament, the Student Ombudsman, student councils of dormitories, student associations – active youth wing "Zhas Otan", the Youth School of Public Service, the Students' Alliance, etc. are actively involved in the implementation of the state youth policy. In general, the university has 12 student self-government bodies.

Information about the activities of the Department of Social Affairs of Youth Policy and student self-government bodies is available through posting on the official website of the university, in social networks – in Contact, Instagram, in the university magazine "Zhastar Alemi - The World of Youth" in the format of articles, notes, announcements, photographs, etc.

The interests of the student, his individual abilities and capabilities are fundamental in ensuring the educational process. During the development of the educational program, students independently determine an individual learning trajectory. Based on the students' choice of disciplines and teachers, individual student curricula are formed, which are coordinated with the supervisor, approved by the head of the department and stored in the Department of Academic Work, the supervisor and the students. In addition, the student has the opportunity to choose the topics of course and diploma studies, a supervisor. Taking into account individual curricula, the schedule of classes, the schedules of the SRSP, the pedagogical load of teachers are compiled. Examples of individual plans of students Ivanuly Akzhola (2019), Shabdarbai Gulnur (2020) and Terlikbaeva Aruzhan are given in (Appendix C1).

To assess the academic achievements of students, various forms of control and certification are provided – ongoing monitoring of academic performance, intermediate and final certification of students.

Monitoring of the quality of professional competencies acquired by students is carried out as part of their pedagogical practice from 1st to 4th courses inclusive. Based on the results of monitoring the current academic performance, a decision is made to transfer students from one course to another. The academic performance of students of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" for the reporting period amounted to 87.5% (Appendix C2~. The transfer of students from course to course is carried out taking into account the GPA, which is set annually by the rector of the university. Monitoring of the final attestation involves the assessment of the final state attestation, which provides, as a rule, the passing of the state exam in specialized disciplines, as well as the defense of the thesis.

The volume of students' academic load is measured in credits mastered by students during 8 semesters. The main criterion for the completion of the educational process for the preparation of a bachelor is the development of at least 200 credits of theoretical training, as well as at least 28 credits of practical training, and at least 12 credits for the final certification in the specialty, including a comprehensive exam, as well as writing, registration and defense of a thesis.

Information on academic achievements of students, systematic collection of data on students, monitoring and management of information on the progress of students of the educational program is available to the Registrar Office and is reflected on the electronic portal of Karaganda State University. academician E.A. Buketov in the "Electronic University" system (pictogram "Credit system").

The university systematically conducts a survey of students. To this end, the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment develops an annual plan for conducting sociological surveys, which are of an institutional nature. The subject of the surveys is aimed at identifying students' opinions on the quality of the educational process, examination sessions, knowledge assessment, guest lectures by foreign professors, academic mobility programs, etc. The results of the survey are considered at scheduled meetings of departments, the Academic Council of the University. For example, during the reporting period, reports were heard on the topics: "Students' assessment of the quality of the organization of academic mobility programs" (2017-2018 academic year), "Students' assessment of the quality of guest lectures" (2018-2019 academic year), "On the results of the sociological survey "Students' satisfaction with the quality of teaching a foreign language" (2019-2020 academic year) and others. Satisfaction issues are also considered at the level of the graduating department and faculty, for example, at a meeting of the Department of Geography, such issues as "Inclusion in the program of a discipline reflecting the modern ecological and geographical position of Kazakhstan" (2017-2018 academic year), "Application of innovative technologies in geography teaching" (2018-2019 academic year) were considered.

In addition, students are invited to evaluate each faculty teacher according to 17 parameters, which in their orientation measure academic level, communication skills, compliance with ethical standards. Based on this survey, a student rating of faculty teaching staff is compiled, which is taken into account as part of the internal certification of teachers. An abbreviated version of this rating, the plan of sociological surveys for the current academic year are displayed on the website of the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment (https://buketov.edu.kz ).

A sociological survey conducted in the reporting period (2017-2021 academic year), in which 67 (74%) students of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" took part, showed that satisfaction with the quality of education was 94%. In particular, students highly appreciated the quality of teaching, the level of acquired theoretical knowledge, skills and abilities, the quality of professional practice, the degree of compliance of the studied disciplines with the received specialty, the organization of educational work (97%); the quality of the organization of independent work and research, the provision of educational and scientific literature (96%); the effectiveness of the knowledge assessment system (94%). During the survey, students made their suggestions to improve the curriculum, for example, it was proposed to strengthen the preparation of school documentation in the Kazakh language, to replace outdated computers in the computer classroom of the faculty. With this in mind, the elective discipline "Office work in the state language" was included in the educational program, computer classes of the Faculty of Biology and Geography - classrooms № 113, 420, 417 were updated. According to the results of the survey of students of the 2017-2018 academic year, their satisfaction rate increased to 96%. In addition, during the reporting period, students of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History", being part of the university-wide sample of respondents, took part in institutional surveys aimed at identifying student opinions on the quality of the organization of academic mobility programs (2017-2018 academic year); on the quality of guest lectures (2018-2019 academic year); about the quality of the organization of physical culture classes according to the club system (2019-2020 academic year), about the quality of teaching the Kazakh language (2020-2021 academic year); about the level of ethno-cultural tolerance of students (2017-2018 academic year); about the quality of teaching English (2018-2019 academic year), etc. Based on the results obtained and suggestions of guest professors studying in the curricula, the volume of seminar hours was increased; the geography of attracting guest lecturers was expanded at the expense of professors from the USA, Germany, France, Canada, Israel, Hungary, Russia; it is planned to open sports clubs in national sports; The content of the professional Kazakh language course was expanded due to topics and tasks aimed at the formation of students' competencies in the field of office management in the Kazakh language; work was strengthened to explain the policy of trilingualism in school education to students; topics related to the activities of the Assembly of People of Kazakhstan were included in the curatorial hours. The student rating of teachers serving the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" compiled on the basis of a 2017 sociological survey indicates that 27 teachers (100%) have a high assessment of students (Appendix C3). The next sociological survey "Teacher through the eyes of students", on the basis of which a new rating will be compiled, is scheduled for the 2022-2023 academic year.
Student-centered learning requires the introduction of elements of an active learning environment into the educational process, which involve a reduction in classroom classes, an increase in the amount of independent work of students and the need for active management and control of learning, evaluation of the quality of independent work of students. Student-centered learning necessitates continuous professional development of teachers in order to effectively use student-centered learning technologies, including the ability to plan academic work on the subject, conduct scientific and methodological analysis of educational material, choose teaching methods and computer applications taking into account the characteristics of these technologies and the profile of the specialty, the use of appropriate software. During the reporting period, the teachers of the graduating department continued to work on the creation of electronic textbooks, electronic lectures, presentation materials on the disciplines of the educational program.

The university has created the necessary conditions for providing socio-psychological support to students, providing comprehensive psychological, pedagogical and social advisory assistance to all participants in the educational process. The university has a Center for psychological support of the educational process, whose activities are related to providing psychological consultations to students in case of problems of a communicative, interpersonal, adaptive nature.

The mechanisms for providing educational support to students are independent work under the guidance of a teacher (SRSP). During the semester, teachers, in order to prevent arrears, conduct additional consultations, accept work-offs in case of missing classes due to illness, other valid reasons, etc. Students have the opportunity to attend classes in addition and take exams in the summer period to eliminate arrears in the disciplines of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History".

In order to implement the principles of the Bologna Declaration signed by the Republic of Kazakhstan in March 2010, the University has developed a "Regulation on the procedure for transferring ECTS-type loans" of the university, which provides for the development of a culture of flexible educational trajectories, synchronization and harmonization of training programs for courses and specialties; creating conditions for academic mobility of students; development of mechanisms for mutual recognition and transfer of disciplines and periods of study, qualifications and degrees in universities of the far and near abroad.

Adequate use of credit technology within the framework of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" allows us to successfully implement the principles of the Bologna process: academic mobility, the system of joint degrees and the characteristics of different positions in the student's educational trajectory, lifelong learning. As a transfer tool, this system promotes the exchange of students between countries and universities of Kazakhstan, and improves the quality of such exchanges in educational programs, which ultimately solves the problem of recognition of academic qualifications and documents. Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov has 42 contracts with universities for academic mobility. The organization of academic mobility, the issuance of diploma Supplements indicating the achieved formal learning outcomes is carried out in accordance with individual plans developed on the basis of standard plans of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the catalog of elective disciplines.

Information about the academic achievements of students, systematic data collection on students, monitoring and management of information on the progress of students of the educational program is reflected in the system of the Electronic portal of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov (pictogram "Credit system").

At the meetings of the Department of Geography, test assignments for academic disciplines are regularly reviewed and approved (for example, Protocol № 2 of 09/24/2019, Protocol № 2 of 09/29/2020). In due time, teachers embed prepared test files from their personal account into the university's test database. The format of the test tasks was developed by the Department of Academic Affairs of the university, and teachers have the opportunity to check compliance with the requirements, use a macro, which is available in the section "Downloading tests" of the personal account of the teacher of the electronic university.

The monitoring system existing at the university provides for the assessment of the progress of students in the framework of seminars, colloquiums, SRSPS, self-training and control activities. The analysis of the current progress of students is carried out through a rating system, the advantage of which lies in the transparency of its mechanisms. The main parameters of the rating of students are the results of the current, boundary control and final certification, which, as a rule, has the form of comprehensive testing. As part of the monitoring of current academic performance, an analysis of the professional progress of students who are obliged to demonstrate their theoretical knowledge in the course of training at seminars is carried out. Monitoring of the quality of professional competencies acquired by students is carried out within the framework of their professional practice. Based on the results of monitoring the current academic performance, a decision is made to transfer the student from course to course, attend the summer semester, and continue further education in general.

Constant monitoring of the quality of educational and methodological support of the educational process, the introduction of innovative teaching methods in the educational process, the improvement of methods for assessing educational achievements of students is carried out by the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment.

Academic performance of students, assessment of influence factors and methods of its improvement are regularly discussed at meetings of the Faculty Council (for example, Protocol № 13 of 06/14/2021), where an analysis is carried out and changes are made related to the use of modern teaching approaches based on strengthening professional orientation.

Based on the results of the examination session, decisions are made aimed at improving students' academic performance, modernizing teaching methods and actively developing interactive teaching methods, organizing academic support for students to form a high level of students' learning style and their positive motivation for successfully mastering the educational trajectory during the training period.

The academic performance of students in the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" during the analysis period remains at a fairly good level. So the success rate, the average academic performance is 87.5%, the average score is 3.5 (Appendix C4).

At the final stage of training, the results of the state final certification of students are analyzed, which consists of a final state exam and the defense of a research paper. In this regard, the level of theoretical and practical training of the student is assessed in the context of his history of study at the university.

The results of students' academic progress are reviewed at meetings of collegial bodies of faculties and the university. For example, traditionally at the meetings of the dean's office and the rector's office, reports on the progress of students are heard (2 times a year), at the meetings of the Faculty Council – on the results of the final state certification of students.

The university applies the practice of appealing the results of complex testing and examination interviews. The rules provide for the creation of appeal commissions for all educational programs, which work during the period of the boundary, final controls and final exams. An appeal commission is formed for the university by order of the rector. The appeal is carried out the day after the exam on the basis of the student's application.

At the graduating department, educational, informational and explanatory work is carried out among students under the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" to comply with the code of honor by students and "zero tolerance" to any kind of dishonest attitude to study, study, and grades. The "Code of Corporate Ethics" and the "Rules of Academic Integrity" establish uniform requirements for the behavior of teachers, staff and students, from the moment of enrollment of the latter until the completion of training. These documents are posted on the official website of the university (http://pravo.MSI .kz/index.php?name=pages&option=view&id=12), are published annually in the Reference Guide for first-year students and in the university magazine "Zhastar Alemi - The World of Youth".
In general, within the framework of ensuring the policy of maintaining corporate culture, an atmosphere of academic integrity, preventing and countering any corruption manifestations, various mechanisms and forms operate at the university, including mailboxes and helplines, appeals of students to student self-government bodies, direct personal appeals of students, teachers and staff to the rector (reception on personal issues and the rector's blog on the website of Karaganda University), vice-rectors, deans, heads of departments and heads of departments (in working mode), conducting the traditional "Clean Session" campaign, conducting an annual survey of students and teachers on issues of satisfaction with the conditions of the organization and the quality of educational services. The Rector of the University annually holds traditional meetings with first-year students, as well as faculty teams, a Public Council of the university has been established, an Anti-Corruption strategy of the university for 2015-2025 has been developed. Established in 2008, the University's Public Council (reorganized in 2019 into the Ethics and Academic Integrity Council) organizes and coordinates university-wide work on the implementation of the Code of Ethics and Rules of Academic Integrity, anti-corruption and the implementation of the Anti-Corruption Strategy of the University for 2015-2025, which was developed under the direct supervision of the Rector of the University.

In accordance with the curriculum, during the academic year, on the basis of the approved academic calendar, current, intermediate and final controls of students' knowledge in disciplines are conducted. In order to determine the level of knowledge of students, a rating control system was developed. The average results of the current and boundary control are from 87.5% of academic performance.

The research activities of students are supervised by the Vice-Rector for Research (since March 2019 – the Vice-Rector for Innovation in Science and Technology), the Scientific and Technical Council, the Innovation and Technology Center (since March 2019 – the Department of Science and Commercialization). The structure of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" allows students to participate in research work and master the culture of research. The learning trajectory requires the student to prepare research papers starting from the 1st year. Each student is assigned a supervisor, whose tasks include providing methodological assistance in writing a thesis.

As part of the annual plans, students participate in scientific research in priority areas of research of departments and faculties, prepare and present scientific innovative projects for participation in international and regional competitions, prepare speeches at conferences and scientific articles; meetings with famous Russian and foreign scientists, open lectures, visits to thematic exhibitions, scientific conferences, student teams are organized and trained to participate in Olympiads. Students of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" actively participate in competitions of various levels both within Kazakhastan and abroad. The result of their participation are letters of thanks, diplomas, prizes, dimloms of various nominations.

1 2nd year student Kuatova Sayagul participated in the Republican scientific and practical conference Assembly of the Peoples of Kazakhstan with the support of the office of the Akim of the Karaganda region "Personality formation of young leaders of ethno-cultural associations".

2 2nd year student Bagtov Temirkul (2018) became the holder of the diploma of the 2nd degree at the Youth Festival "Khan koryk" in Aktobe (supervisor senior lecturer Suimukhanov U.A.)

3 2nd year students Zuylpykhorov Kuanysh, Zhumadilldina Akbota, Nihanbayeva Assel, Shabdarbai Gulnur (2022) became the holders of diplomas of the 2nd and 3rd degrees at The Republican Distance Olympiad, which is held annually on the Republican Educational portal BS-PRESS (supervisor senior lecturer G.M. Zhangozhina).

4 At the annual scientific and practical conference among students "Zhuasov okulary" 1st year student Bagtov Temirkul took 2nd place in 2018 (scientific supervisor assoc. Shayakhmetova M.N.).

On the basis of the Department of Geography, the NGO "Kazakh Geographical Society" operates, whose president is an associate professor of the Department of Geography, PhD Akpambetova K.M. Currently, the members of the society are students (students + undergraduates + doctoral students) and teaching staff of the Department of Geography consisting of 15 people. Since 2016, the Department of Geography has been operating the educational laboratory "Electronic Cartography and GIS", the head of which is the senior lecturer, doctoral student Amanzholov A.I.

At the faculty, on discussion platforms, there are also events in various scientific fields: scientific conferences, seminars, master classes. Students of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" actively participate in scientific and practical conferences. 5 applications from students were submitted to the Republican scientific and practical conference "Actual problems of biology and ecology".

Students take an active part in the publication of scientific research in the proceedings of the Kazakh Geographical Society "Issues of Geography of Kazakhstan", which is published at the faculty. For example: A scientific article "Features of assessing the achievements of students in a modern school" (student Abueva K.N., supervisor – assistant associate professor, PhD Chistyakova G.N.), "Methodological features of the implementation of the historical and geographical approach in school geography courses" (student Eltaev T.Zh., supervisor – assistant associate Professors, Ph.D. Chistyakova G.N.), "Features of the geography lesson in the updated secondary education system of the Republic of Kazakhstan" (student Abueva K.N., research supervisor – assistant associate Professor, Ph.D. Chistyakova G.N.).

On the website of the Faculty of Biology and Geography (https://buketov.edu.kz ) scientific achievements of students of the educational program 6B01511–"Geography" are presented- History". For example, a 4th-year student Bagtov Temirkul (2020) was published in the journal "Geography in schools and universities of Kazakhstan" (supervisor assistant Associate Professor, PhD Talzhanov S.A.).

The Department, Faculty, Educational and Methodological Management, Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment, Scientific Library, Center for Information Technology and Telecommunications and a number of other departments are directly involved in the organization and support of a unified system of information support for students at the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University. Wi-Fi access points are available in all 12 buildings of the university, which provides free access to network resources from mobile devices and portable computers. All computer classes of the university are connected to the Internet. The university has built a corporate network, which includes local networks of all departments, departments and academic buildings, computer classes and electronic reading rooms of the library. A corporate computer network forms the infrastructure of information support for university students. The integration of all computers of academic buildings into a corporate computer network is an Electronic university System (e.MSI. kz) provides support to students in accessing modern electronic databases of the university, including foreign ones; allows teachers and students to effectively use electronic resources (electronic textbooks, multimedia presentations, training programs), to carry out the necessary procedures for checking students' assimilation of knowledge (computer online testing within the framework of the boundary and final certification; authorized access to the electronic journal of teachers' and students' academic performance).

STANDARD 4. ADMISSION, SUPPORT OF EDUCATIONAL ACHIEVEMENTS, CERTIFICATE
4.1. a. The use of both traditional methods and those characteristic of this EP;

A special role in ensuring stable recruitment is played by career guidance work, which is planned in nature. The university is functioning. Marketing and Recruiting Department, which forms the annual plan of career guidance work of the university and the schedule of field meetings with students. The Department, together with the faculty, develops advertising products, coordinates the activities of faculties to work with potential applicants and employers, closely interacts with the university admissions committee responsible for organizing and conducting the admission campaign. The University annually publishes an advertising and information booklet on the educational program, publishes thematic issues of the university newspaper "Zhastar Alemi. The World of Youth", a video clip has been prepared, image products with the logo of the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov. On the university's website (https://buketov.edu.kz ) there is a virtual tour of the university in 3D format, the faculty's website contains detailed information about the educational program 6B01511–"Geography-History" with an indication of the professional field of future specialists. Advisory assistance is provided, preparation of potential applicants for the UNT is carried out, psychological trainings on the formation of professionally significant personality qualities are organized. Also, as part of the career guidance work, an open Day is held annually, excursions around the university for students of the regions, this is widely covered in the media and on various websites. Every year the department takes part in the Open Day, where it orients potential university applicants to choose future specialties, in particular the educational program 6B01511–"Geography-History".

Teachers of the department in schools of Karaganda and the region annually conduct career guidance work, travel to the southern regions, and thus a target group of applicants is formed, focused on admission to the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov, whose questionnaire information is provided to faculties for targeted work. For those wishing to enroll in the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov, paid preparatory courses are conducted.

In accordance with the plan of career guidance, the department has developed information and advertising materials for applicants (booklets, information sheets of the department). Information about the department is available on the university's website. The department has close ties with leading organizations, enterprises, constantly conducts conversations with leading specialists of these organizations to identify bottlenecks in the specialization of the educational program. Career guidance talks are held with schoolchildren during: visits to events held at the university and at the faculty (for example, the annual regional subject Olympiad in geography); visits by teachers and students of schools and master classes of various kinds of cultural and educational events, etc. The leading teachers of the department annually take part in the work of the jury during the rounds of the Republican school Olympiads held by the UMNPC Educational and Methodological Center for the Development of Education of the Karaganda region "Daryn" in geography (art. teachers Abieva G.B., Amanzholov A.I., Zhangozhina G.M., assoc. Chistyakova G.N.).

4.1.b Interaction with employers. Ensuring stable recruitment is influenced by the opening of branches of departments, which are planned in nature and include informing students of schools and colleges about the university's educational programs, its competitive advantages and the demand for graduates in the labor market. Branches of the departments are open at Gymnasium № 17, Gymnasium № 3, boarding Lyceum № 1, specialized boarding school named after N. Nurmakov, specialized boarding school named after Zhambyl. Internet information about the university is regularly updated. On the website you can see information about upcoming events (subject Olympiads, scientific conferences, open days, planned excursions for schoolchildren). Since 2021, the Marketing and Recruiting Department has been functioning at the university, which forms an annual plan for career guidance work of the university and a schedule of field meetings with students, develops advertising products, coordinates the activities of faculties to work with potential applicants and employers. Postgraduate support within the framework of the targeted graduate training model is defined at the university as a set of targeted comprehensive measures involving the cooperation of a mentor with a young specialist in order to ensure successful entry into the profession, effective implementation of pedagogical activities, adaptation to the professional environment and overcoming crises and barriers that arise in the process of implementing professional activities.

On the website https://buketov.edu.kz/ru/page/ckt The page of the Career Department contains information about the services provided to graduates in order to facilitate their employment, information about state programs for youth employment, information about the need for personnel in the region, employment statistics in the context of training areas and educational programs. Career Week is organized for graduate students – Career weeks, psychological trainings on the formation of self-presentation skills, meetings with HR managers of leading companies, consultations on writing resumes. All relevant information about career events, vacancies is posted on the Instagram account @buketov_work.

The university practices "postgraduate support", which manifests itself in various forms of interaction with graduates and employers. The University's Career Department has developed a methodology for measuring graduate satisfaction with career development. Monitoring of employment and analyzing the career growth of graduates is necessary for universities to establish contacts with employers, improve educational programs, implement joint projects, internships, etc. The purpose of the methodology is to obtain statistical information about the demand and adaptation of university graduates in the labor market, the subsequent development of management decisions aimed at improving the competitiveness of young professionals.

The faculty's cooperation with employers is systemic in nature: there is a practice of coordinating the content of the educational program with employers in the region; involving employers in the management of practices; reviewing theses and methodological developments of teaching staff; including employers in the state certification commissions; assessing employers' satisfaction with the quality of training specialists; holding "Career Days" with the participation of employers.

4.1.c Interaction with the employment center on career guidance. In general, the policy and marketing of the university to attract applicants to the NAO "Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov" is carried out in accordance with the following regulatory legal acts: the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education" dated July 27, 2007 № 319-III, the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On the Rights of the Child in the Republic of Kazakhstan" from August 8, 2002 № 345-II; Methodological recommendations for the diagnosis and determination of vocational orientation of students in secondary education organizations of the Republic of Kazakhstan, approved by the Order of the Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 19, 2018 № 692; Regulations on career guidance work of the NAO "Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov" dated October 28, 2020; Image policy of the NAO "Karaganda University named after academician E.A. Buketov" from 06.09.2021
The University's policy to attract graduates of schools and colleges involves the following activities:

- identification of target consumers of educational programs of the University;

- segmentation of potential consumers of University educational services;

- conducting comprehensive marketing services with the introduction of career guidance in order to attract consumers to the educational services of the university.

Work in these areas is carried out using the following mechanisms and tools:

- organization and implementation of interaction with educational institutions of secondary general, primary and secondary vocational education;

- conducting online meetings, seminars, online exhibitions on career guidance work with graduates of schools and colleges of the Karaganda region and other regions of the republic live on YouTube, Instagram;

- conducting online presentations, videos and other information materials about the brand "Karaganda University".

- formation of working groups from among the teaching staff of faculties, including heads of departments, deans of faculties to conduct offline career guidance among graduates of schools and colleges;

- development and updating of information materials about the university: handouts, Rollup banners, information posters and other visual materials for online mailing;

- organizing and conducting field career guidance work by representatives of the university among graduates of schools in cities and district centers of the Karaganda region;

- organization and conduct of on-site career guidance work of a special working group of the university to attract graduates of schools in the western and southern regions of Kazakhstan enrolled in the state educational program "Serpin";

- strengthening of the university's communication policy with the environment and improving public relations;

- conducting an image policy in order to expand the channels of the university in conducting educational activities.

- active implementation of PR activities aimed at strengthening career guidance.

So, in the 2020-2021 academic year, the Marketing and Recruiting Department organized and conducted 20 online meetings with graduates of the Karaganda region, including jointly with the regional scientific and practical center "Saryarka Daryny" of the Department of Education of the Karaganda region; 5 online meetings live on YouTube with the participation of graduates of schools of Mangystau, Aktobe, West Kazakhstan, Turkestan, Atyrau regions and Shymkent. The coverage of these events amounted to more than 6,000 graduates of schools and colleges.

Career guidance work on the educational program is carried out as follows:

- organization and holding of Olympiads, contests and other projects at the university that are attractive to school graduates;

- conducting advertising events at the regional and national levels for school graduates and their parents in television, audio-informational media and social networks;

Instagram Facebook, Youtube, TikTok - active targeting of the Karaganda University brand in the Instagram, Facebook, Youtube, TikTok networks;

- organization and holding of cultural and sports image events with the participation of graduates of schools of the city of Karaganda and the Karaganda region;

- placement of advertising banners with the logo and slogan of Karaganda University on the billboards of the city of Karaganda and district centers;

- holding events in the southern and western regions of Kazakhstan in order to attract school graduates enrolled under the state program "Serpin", such as: distribution of promotional video and audio materials about the university on local TV and radio channels; placement of billboards promoting the brand "Karaganda Buketov University" in cities and district centers;

- implementation of a system of encouragement and educational and methodological support from the university of classroom teachers, managers who actively promote Karaganda Buketov University when working with graduates of secondary schools and colleges in Karaganda and district centers of the Karaganda region;

- manufacture and release of image products with the brand "Karaganda Buketov University" in a wide range for distribution among school graduates who actively participate in university educational, scientific and other image events;

- recruiting work aimed at attracting consumers of educational services of the university from neighboring countries.

This work is implemented through the following mechanisms:

- conclusion of agreements and memoranda with reliable recruiting agencies of foreign countries and holding joint events to attract foreign students;

- holding online meetings and "round tables" with representatives of secondary education, recruiting organizations for career guidance among graduates of schools of foreign countries;

- strengthening recruitment work and conducting advertising PR companies to attract graduates from foreign countries;

- organization and conduct of field recruiting work among foreign applicants.

In the 2020-2021 academic year, for example, the Marketing and Recruiting Department conducted field recruiting work among graduates of schools and colleges of cities of Uzbekistan. Within the framework of the trip, about 500 applicants from the cities of Bukhara, Samarkand, Namangan, Khiva, etc. were covered.

Advisors ensure that students are familiarized with the Guidebook, the Code of Honor of the student, the Code of Academic Integrity when entering the first year.

4.2.and interaction with the Registrar's Office / its equivalent;

The Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov has a number of structural divisions, student support services that assist students in mastering educational programs, namely, the Registrar's Office service, which performs the following activities: registration of students for academic disciplines; formation of academic groups and streams; registration of individual student curricula; organization and conduct of intermediate and the final attestation of students; accounting for the mastered credits of students during the entire period of study and for the entire period of study; formation of transcripts of students; formation of course cases and test tasks for the control of students' knowledge; information and technical support of the educational process on credit technology and distance learning technology; accounting for the implementation of individual plans within the framework of academic mobility; organization of the summer semester; creation of databases of information educational resources.

Students have access through the university's website to the educational portal, where methodological materials on disciplines and an electronic journal of academic performance are posted, which reflects the results of boundary control and academic rating; the schedule of training sessions and the schedule of consultations; a trial testing program that allows self-assessment of knowledge in academic disciplines; 8 full-text subscription databases.

The university applies the practice of appealing the results of complex testing and examination interviews. The rules provide for the creation of appeal commissions for all educational programs, which work during the period of the boundary, final controls and final exams. An appeal commission is formed for the university by order of the rector (for example, Order № 386 of 26.09.2016 ,

Appeal is a procedure carried out in order to identify and eliminate factors that contributed to the biased assessment of students' knowledge. An appeal is appointed only if it can affect the overall rating and, as a result, increase the final assessment of the student's knowledge. At the university, an appeal is initiated by the student in the following cases: test tasks have incorrect wording; test tasks do not contain the correct answer; test tasks contain several correct answers; test tasks go beyond the limits of the curriculum described in the UMK discipline.

The appeal is carried out the day after the exam on the basis of the student's application. The organization of the appeal is carried out in accordance with the following regulations: the student submits an application for appeal on the day of the announcement of the results, indicating the discipline and the number of the issue requiring commission consideration; the registrar's office reviews the application and decides on the appropriateness of the appeal; the registrar's office issues an order on the composition of students admitted to the appeal; the registrar's office issues an order on the composition of the appeal commission, which includes the dean of the faculty, the head of the department, the lecturer; the results of the appeal are entered in the appeal sheet prepared by the registrar's office; changing the student's pre-examination rating during the appeal is not allowed; the results of the appeal are entered in the student's record book.
4.2.b. Schedule of independent work under the guidance of a teacher and consideration of the effectiveness of such work;

With the introduction of credit technology of training, classroom consultations conducted as part of the independent work of students under the guidance of a teacher (SRSP) have entered into practice. This type of classroom work is intended for students who want to get additional advice on the topics of the discipline, to work out specific practical skills. Independent work of students under the guidance of a teacher is carried out in accordance with the approved schedule, the forms of organization vary from traditional to interactive. Extracurricular work of students is regulated by curricula and educational and methodological complexes. Any type of extracurricular activity is of a reporting nature and is evaluated by the teacher in accordance with the rating system. Individual work of students is actively practiced as part of the preparation of term papers and theses. This contributes to the development of the skills of writing scientific research based on a common methodology and the ability to defend their own position. The subject of scientific research of students corresponds to the orientation of the educational program.

Student-centered learning requires the introduction of elements of an active learning environment into the educational process, which involve a reduction in classroom classes, an increase in the amount of independent work of students and the need for active management and control of learning, evaluation of the quality of independent work of students. Student-centered learning necessitates continuous professional development of teachers in order to effectively use student-centered learning technologies, including the ability to plan academic work on the subject, conduct scientific and methodological analysis of educational material, choose teaching methods and computer applications taking into account the characteristics of these technologies and the profile of the specialty, the use of appropriate software. During the reporting period, the teachers of the graduating department continued to work on the creation of electronic textbooks, electronic lectures, presentation materials on the disciplines of the program.

The university has created the necessary conditions for providing socio-psychological support to students, providing comprehensive psychological, pedagogical and social advisory assistance to all participants in the educational process. The university has a Center for psychological support of the educational process, whose activities are related to providing psychological consultations to students in case of problems of a communicative, interpersonal, adaptive nature.

4.2.with the organization of the summer semester to improve the academic performance of students and additional training;

The department actively reacts to the process of mastering the educational program by students. During the semester, teachers, in order to prevent student debts, conduct additional consultations, accept work-offs in case of missing classes due to illness, other valid reasons, etc. Schedules of consultations of teaching staff are available at the department. Students of EP 6B01511–Geography-History have the opportunity in the summer to additionally attend classes and take exams in those disciplines for which there are arrears.

In addition, students can master additional credits during the summer semesters, participate in the academic mobility program. The system adopted at the university for encouraging the best students who have actively demonstrated their abilities in the educational, socio-political, scientific spheres is defined as a bonus for achievements. For example, the winners of the Republican Olympiads, the winning teams of the KVN games, sports events are awarded with diplomas and thanks of the rector.

4.2.d Effectiveness of involvement of corporate partners in the organization of professional practice, educational process

The objectives of the educational program are formed taking into account the opinion of employers – secondary educational institutions, museums of local lore, the Kazakh Geographical Society, which participate in determining the list of elective disciplines of the program (presented in the form of a catalog of elective disciplines - QED), topics and reviewing of theses, providing practice bases, determining the final assessment of graduates. One of the forms of solving the problems of student-centered learning is practice, which best allows you to perform the procedure of "creating opportunities" for students, rather than traditional "informing". The student-centered approach when performing work as an intern places great responsibility on the student, encouraging him to think, process, analyze, synthesize, criticize, apply, solve problems, etc. The variety of organizations that are bases of practices provides students with ample opportunities for the development of individual learning trajectories. A list of some databases of practices and contracts for EP 6B01511 -Geography – History is given in Table 5.

4.2.e The effectiveness of students' participation in mobility programs within the framework of the;

At the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University, the Department of International Cooperation together with the Office of the Registrar of the University is engaged in the organization of internal and external academic mobility of students and teachers. The Department of International Cooperation is doing a lot of work on the search and conclusion of international cooperation agreements with universities. The Registrar's office coordinates work with Kazakhstani universities. The basis for academic mobility is an official invitation from a foreign or Kazakh university or research center and the results of a competitive selection. When organizing academic mobility, the following basic documents are used: student's application, agreement on training in mobility programs, transcript of training, language certificate, information package (course catalog). The coordinator of the university, based on the mechanism of recalculation of ECTS credits into credits of the Republic of Kazakhstan, counts the student's accumulated credits in his academic history, as well as the transcript at graduation. The full list of documents can be found on the website www.buketov.edu.kz With the mechanism of implementation of academic mobility - in the guidebook for students of Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov.

The implementation of academic mobility complies with the basic principles of the Bologna Declaration. Students have the right to independently choose a partner university for mastering the EP (within the country and abroad), determine the list of disciplines to study and submit an application to the program coordinator. The term for the implementation of academic mobility is one academic period. The weak side of the EP is low academic mobility, due to the fact that the Geography-History specialty is not available in all universities of Kazakhstan, and its complete absence is noted in the near and far abroad.

Standard 5. TEACHING STAFF
5.1.1 An internal comfortable educational environment has been created in the NAO "Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov", which is based on the principles of academic honesty, mutual respect, combating corruption and corporate solidarity. This is facilitated by the "Code of Corporate Ethics of E.A. Buketov KarSU" (2015), "Rules of Academic Integrity of E.A. Buketov KarSU" (2017), which are operating at the university and created with the direct participation of the Personnel Management. These important documents are posted on the University's website (http://MSI .kz/?page_id=4007&lang=ru, http://MSI .kz/?page_id=4009).

In order to improve the organization, control and verification of performance, maintenance of labor and performance discipline, the "Internal Regulations of the Karaganda University named after. academician E.A. Buketov". Control over the observance of labor discipline is carried out by Personnel Management. Such activities are preventive in nature and contribute to strengthening labor discipline. In addition, the university pays great attention to creating a healthy moral and psychological climate. In relation to teaching staff and university staff, information about the procedures for hiring, promotion, promotion, dismissal, familiarization of personnel with rights and duties is carried out by the Personnel Management as part of the overall organizational work in accordance with the legislative acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan and internal regulatory documents.

The rights and obligations of employees are defined by job descriptions, which are periodically updated in accordance with the current qualifications, etc. regulatory requirements. Job descriptions are developed in accordance with the regulations on divisions, approved by the rector and stored at faculties and divisions.

An important tool for ensuring transparency and accessibility of the ethical component of personnel policy, along with the website and poster presentations, are annual publications in the university journal "Zhastar Alemi - The World of Youth". For example, the Rules of Academic Integrity of the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University were published in № 9 (265) dated 30.09.2017.

5.1.2 The teaching staff of the department is formed taking into account the profile of the specialty and the content of the working curricula of the specialty. For example, the results of the implementation of the scientific directions of the teachers of the department are reflected in the elective disciplines of the OP, such as: scientific direction "Physical geography, geomorphology, geology" (PhD, Associate professor Akpambetova K.M., Master, art. teacher Zhangozhina G.M., master, senior lecturer Abieva G.B.) – disciplines "Geomorphology", "Geology", "Physical geography of Kazvakhstan", "Geology with the basics of paleogeography", "Geoecology of Kazakhstan", "Natural Sciences", "Biogeography"; scientific direction "Economic, social and political geography" (PhD, Associate Professor Talzhanov S.A., PhD, Associate Professor Chistyakova G.N., senior lecturer Dosmakhov S.M. – disciplines "Economic, social and political geography of Kazakhstan" and "Introduction to economic, social and political geography", "Geography of the world", "Geography of industry"; scientific direction "Methods of teaching" (PhD, Associate Professor Kadirbaeva D.A., Master, senior lecturer Kenzhina K.D.) – discipline "Methods of teaching geography", "Local history"; scientific direction "GIS technologies in geography" (master, seniorRev. Amanzholov A.I., Kozhakhmetova L.T., Suimukhanov U.A.) – disciplines "Cartography", "Topography with the basics of geodesy", "Toponymy".

All teachers of the department have a basic education. The number of teaching staff at the department is controlled by the university management and is 100% in accordance with the norms of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated July 27, 2007 № 319-III "On Education" (with amendments and additions as of 01/13/2015). The teaching staff is the main resource for the implementation of the tasks and mission of the university. In this regard, the university pays special attention to the selection, training and retraining of personnel. The teaching staff that ensures the implementation of the program is fully represented by specialists in the specialized fields of knowledge covered by the educational program. The implementation of the educational program is provided by pedagogical personnel who have a basic education corresponding to the profile of the discipline being taught and who are systematically engaged in scientific and/or scientific and methodological activities (Appendix D1).

5.1.3 The main goal in working with teachers and employees of the educational program is to create conditions for their professional and personal growth. This is facilitated by the development of a set of measures aimed at forming a system of advanced training of teachers, ensuring social protection of employees and the development of a positive social environment at the university, improving the system of material incentives for teachers and employees.

The university has a stable incentive system for teaching staff and employees, including: a system of material incentives for teaching staff based on the results of the rating; awarding diplomas and commendations to management; material remuneration for significant events; a system of paid curatorship; a complex of medical services; a system of incentives for scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel. Based on the results of the assessment of the professional level of the teaching staff, the university management makes decisions on incentives, penalties. The university has adopted such forms of encouragement as the declaration of gratitude, awarding certificates of honor, cash prizes, nomination for state awards. Financial assistance is provided by the management of the university and the trade union committee of the university. The university has a Bank of professional achievements of teaching staff, in which teachers annually fill the database with their educational, methodological and scientific achievements. Each teacher has an individual login and password. Academic rating of teachers at the end of the year is presented in the Electronic University in the tab "Bank of Professional Achievements of Karaganda University" (http://e.MSI .kz/monitoring).

Along with the adopted personnel selection system, the university practices a differentiated supplement to the official salary from the contribution to the educational, methodological, research and educational activities of the university.

A set of social support measures contributes to the creation of conditions for the personal development of teachers, including benefits for medical care in the university's dispensary, for visiting university recreation areas, the right to free use of the gym, Internet channels in all academic buildings and dormitories. The incentive system for teachers is regulated by the "Regulation on allowances for the teaching staff and staff of the Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov", "Regulations on the provision of benefits for students' tuition fees", "Regulations on the procedure for awarding the title "Honored Worker of Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov", "Regulations on the procedure for awarding annual university prizes to the best teachers and students of Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketov", decisions of the Rector's Office, Academic Council, editorial board of the "Bulletin of Karaganda University".
Forms of incentives are also extra-budgetary allowances to the official salary; remuneration for obtaining a patent; financing the costs of registering patents in the state register and maintaining them in force (according to the patent legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan); financing the publication of methodological developments on the organization of SRSP within educational programs, providing discounts on publications in the "Bulletin of Karaganda University"; providing teachers and their children receive tuition benefits; awarding the title of "Honored Worker of Karaganda University" with an annual award in the amount of official salary; allocation of scholarships by the Council of Young Scientists of the University and nominal prizes of the Academic Council; free translation of scientific articles of teachers into English for publication in journals with impact factor; free technical design of electronic textbooks and their state registration; provision of rental apartments in the family dormitory of the university.

For example, at the beginning of September of each academic year, the teaching staff of the Geography department (in general, the university) fills out an Assessment sheet to determine the extra-budgetary allowance based on the results of the previous academic year (Table 6)

Each teacher makes a portfolio, which includes supporting documents for each type of activity. The supplement to the official salary is differentiated and depends on the contribution to the activities listed in table 1. If we talk about the provision of benefits for training, then during the reporting period, associate professor of the Department of Geography G.N. Chistyakova was granted a privilege to pay for her son's education, senior teachers G.B. Abieva and K.D. Kenzhina also received a privilege for teaching their children at the university. In the 2017/2018 academic year, PhD, associate professor Akpambetova K.M. The title "Honored Worker of Karaganda University" was awarded, which is accompanied by the payment of an annual award in the amount of the official salary; in the 2018/2019 academic year, associate Professor of the Department Chistyakova G.N. became the holder of the title "Honored Worker of Karaganda University". Professor Kravitskaya P.S. was awarded the assoc. Chistyakova G.N. and senior lecturer Dosmakhov S.M.

Within the framework of the educational program "6B01511 – Geography-History" in the 2016/2017 academic year, the university funded the publication of the textbook "Geografiyany okytu adistemesi" (author: Kadirbaeva D.A. Publishing house: Karaganda University, 2020), "Kazakhstan aridti territorialaryn geomorphologiyasy" (authors: Akpambetova K.M., Zhangozhina G.M., Abieva G.B. Publishing house: Karaganda University, 2017t). In the family dormitory of the E.A. Buketov KarU, the senior teacher A.I. Amanzholov lived with his family.

5.1.3 The main goal in working with teachers and staff of the EP "6B01511 – Geography-History" is to create conditions for their professional and personal growth. This is facilitated by the development of a set of measures aimed at forming a comprehensive system of professional development for all teachers, ensuring the social protection of employees and the development of a positive social environment at the university, improving the system of material and moral incentives for teachers and staff. For example, the teaching staff of the Department of Geography during the reporting period were encouraged with commendations and commendations: associate professor Akpambetova K.M., senior lecturer Zhangozhina G.M., associate professor Chistyakova G.N., Associate Professor Talzhanov S.A., senior lecturer Abieva G.B., senior lecturer Dosmakhov S.M., senior lecturer Suimukhanov U.A., senior lecturer Amanzholov A.I. By the Independence Day of the Republic of Kazakhstan (2017), a number of teachers of the Geography Department were awarded honorary diplomas of the Rector's Office and Akimat – assoc.Professor Kadirbaeva D.A., SeniorRev. Abieva G.B. (Certificate of honor of the Rector's office), St.Rev. Dosmakhov S.M. (certificate of honor of the akim of Karaganda). A letter of thanks from the Minister of Education and Science A.K. Aimaganbetov for his great contribution to the development of education in Kazakhstan was awarded to K.M. Akpambetova, PhD, Associate Professor of the Department of Geography (December, 2021).

5.1.4 The staff of the Department of Geography is determined based on the normative academic load calculated on the basis of approved work curricula of specialties, and the requirements for the procedure for planning the academic load of the teaching staff. Currently, the EP is provided with a highly qualified teaching staff (teaching staff of 15 people) with a basic education, represented by 4 candidates of sciences, 1 PhD, 11 masters of natural sciences, of which 1 teacher is a doctoral student (Amanzholov A.I.), three have completed their doctoral studies (Abieva G.B., Kenzhina K.D., Suimukhanov U.A.).

Among the teachers of the department – 1 president of the Republican public Association "Kazakh Geographical Society", member of the editorial board of the Republican scientific and methodological journals "Geography in schools and universities of Kazakhstan", "Geography, biology, ecology orta mektepte", editor-in-chief of the Proceedings of the NGO KGO "Questions of geography of Kazakhstan" (associate professor Akpambetova K.M.); 2 Member of the Editorial Committee of the international journal "Eurasian Tourism, Culture and Development", Hungary, (assoc. Akpambetova K.M., assoc. Talzhanov S.A.); 2 members of the international research group for the study of the topic "International relations in science", Hungary, (assoc. Akpambetova K.M., assoc. Talzhanov S.A.); 3 members of the expert group on reviewing, translation of educational materials of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan (Associate Professor Chistyakova G.N., senior lecturer Abieva G.B., senior lecturer Zhangozhina G.M.), 2 members of the Accreditation Council of the NAOKO Agency, which is also evidence of external recognition of the quality level of the teaching staff Department of Geography (assoc. Akpambetova K.M., assoc. Talzhanov S.A.).

On the website of Karaganda University (https://buketov.edu.kz ) (Section Faculties: Faculty of Biology and Geography, Department of Geography) there is general information about the teachers of the department of the educational program.

5.2.1 The personnel policy of the NAO "Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov" (approved by the Chairman of the Board-Rector on 08.12.2020) is aimed at preserving and developing human resources, a competent and highly qualified team capable of responding promptly to changes in the external environment, taking into account the mission and strategy of the university.

The staff of the teaching staff of the educational program is staffed according to the staffing table in accordance with the Qualification professional standards of the teaching staff approved by the decision of the Board of 02.04.2021. (hereinafter referred to as the Standard), and the Rules of competitive replacement of positions of teaching staff and Researchers approved by the Decision of the Board of Directors dated 07.10.2020. (hereinafter - the Rules). All documents are posted on the website of the Karaganda State University. Academician E.A. Buketova, in the "About us" section (http://buketov.edu.kz ) and are available to faculty and university staff.

The staff of the faculty of the university is determined annually. The teaching staff is formed based on the needs for the effective implementation of educational programs, as well as on the basis of the total academic load. The recruitment of teachers is carried out through a competition to fill vacant positions, the procedure for which is regulated by the Rules. According to the Rules of competitive replacement of positions of the teaching staff and researchers of the university, a competition commission is created by order of the rector. Competitive selection of candidates for vacant positions is carried out in accordance with the Standard. Information about the competition of positions of teaching staff and researchers is published in regional periodicals and on the official website of the University.
The developed mechanism of personnel selection in the recruitment process allows you to conduct the necessary analysis of the professional activity of the teacher and determine his compliance with the desired position at the department. Based on the decision of the competition commission, an employment contract is concluded with the teaching staff.

The personnel policy of the university is focused on the development of "human capital" through continuous training and professional development. The traditional mechanism in this regard is intra-university training (on-the-job training, mentoring institute, training at the Faculty of Additional Education), as well as internships, participation in seminars, trainings, etc.

Staff optimization involves the implementation of rotation of employees, both internal (job movements of employees within the university) and external (in cases of non-compliance with the requirements of a particular position on professional competencies). At the same time, the assessment of the professional level and quality of the performance of functional duties of employees is carried out in accordance with the approved procedure of periodic certification.

The term of tenure in a managerial position (head of the department, dean, head of the department) should not exceed three years with the possibility of re-election no more than 1 time, taking into account the effectiveness of the work performed (KPI).

The main criterion for compliance with the position is the principle of meritocracy and performance (KPI). When optimizing the personnel composition of the university, along with this principle, the principle of functional efficiency is implemented, following which allows you to determine the necessary and sufficient quantitative composition of departments.

The university has a stable incentive system for teaching staff and employees. Motivation and stimulation of teaching staff and university employees is carried out in accordance with the Regulations on the conditions of remuneration, bonuses and other remuneration of employees of the NAO "Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketova", approved by the Chairman of the Board-Rector on 08.09.2021, as well as through the improvement of the remuneration system, the introduction of economically attractive methods of stimulating graduates of the Bolashak program, the implementation of social protection measures and the implementation of social programs of the university.

Termination of an employment contract with university employees is carried out in accordance with the procedure regulated by the labor legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The university has developed job descriptions for all positions that are fixed in the current staffing table.

5.2.2 The staff of the Department of Geography is determined based on the normative academic load calculated on the basis of approved work curricula of specialties, and the requirements for the procedure for planning the academic load of the teaching staff. Currently, the EP is fully provided with highly qualified teaching staff (teaching staff) with a basic education. Employees who have an academic degree or an academic master's degree, a professional education according to the appropriate training system in accordance with modern teaching methods are allowed to teach. Currently, the educational program is provided by highly qualified teaching staff (teaching staff) with a basic education. The staff of the teaching staff consists of 15 people, including: 4 candidates of sciences, 1 PhD, 11 Masters of Sciences. The average age of the teaching staff of the department is 46 years.

The share of full–time teaching staff in the specialty "6B01511 - Geography-History" for the reporting period averages 100%, which corresponds to the established qualification requirements for licensing educational activities of the university. The summary of the teaching staff of the graduating department is given in Appendix 5.

The achievement of the goals of the educational program is provided with the appropriate human resources: 4 candidates of Sciences, 1 PhD, 11 masters of Sciences carry out scientific and pedagogical activities at the graduating Department of Geography. The personnel of the educational program fully has the appropriate basic education (geography), the cipher of the specialty of the academic degree and academic title corresponds to the specifics of the disciplines taught. 100% of the teaching staff of the department are regularly trained in advanced training courses. The material, technical and personnel potential of ensuring the implementation of the educational program corresponds to the stated mission, is regularly updated through modernization and strengthening, allows it to be used in the process of training, performing educational and research works and practices of undergraduates. Information and communication resources are combined into a single information system, have high-speed communication and correspond to this educational program.In general, it can be noted that the EP has sufficient and adequate resources for the development plan, including: human resources, material and technical base, information and financial resources.

5.2.3 The academic load is formed in accordance with the working curricula and SES dated August 23, 2012 № 1080 "Academic work and teaching load. Basic provisions", SSO № 604 dated 31.10.2018., SSO № 2 dated 20.07.2022, taking into account the staffing table. During the reporting period, the volume of the annual teaching load of the teaching staff of the Department of Geography averaged 750 hours. Every year, the annual workload of the faculty of the department is reduced and this year is 680 hours.

The training load includes conducting training sessions, consultations within the framework of the SRSP, exams, boundary control, management of theses and practices. Information about the consolidation of academic disciplines according to the educational program is reflected in an extract from the working curriculum, which shows the names of disciplines with the indication of credits, semesters, classroom and extracurricular hours, as well as one or another department reading the appropriate course with confirmation of the heads of departments in the form of their signatures. The academic load is formed on the basis of the individual work plan of the teacher, taking into account the direction of scientific research.

5.2.4 The activity of teachers is systematic, it provides the necessary balance of educational, methodical, research and educational work, which is reflected in the Individual plan of the teacher.

The workload of teachers is reflected in the electronic journals "Individual teacher plan" and "Accounting of pedagogical load", including a list of activities, deadlines and a report on implementation. Individual plans are approved before the beginning of the academic year by the head of the department, dean, supervising vice-rectors. The analysis of the implementation and evaluation of the activities of teachers is carried out at the end of the academic year, and are reflected in the minutes of the meetings of the departments, the conclusions of the heads of departments in individual plans. The journal of accounting of pedagogical load allows you to record the distribution and fulfillment of the academic load by semesters, types of classes, control of students' knowledge. At the end of the semester, a statistical report on the performance of the load is entered into it. The implementation of the pedagogical load and individual work plans of university teachers are considered at meetings of the Faculty Councils and the rector's office.

The educational and methodological and organizational load includes the development of teaching aids, guidelines, recommendations, electronic textbooks, slide presentations, control materials; participation in the work of the department and the methodological Commission of the faculty, the Scientific and Methodological Commission of the University, the Educational and Methodological Section, participation in career guidance work; attending the School of Lecturing, training seminars, advanced training courses; preparation of students to participate in subject Olympiads.

The research load of teachers includes the preparation of scientific articles, monographs; participation in the work of the Scientific and Technical Council, the Council of Young Scientists, conferences, academic mobility programs; development and implementation of scientific projects; scientific management of theses.

During the reporting period, the teaching staff of the department participated in 1 search and initiative scientific topic; participated in writing collective monographs, 112 scientific articles, including: in journals with a high impact factor, in publications of the KKSON of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in journals of far and near abroad, in collections of international conferences. Currently Associate Professor Akpambetova K.M. participates in a project initiated by Kazakhmys Corporation - a technical specification for a service for the development of recommendations for the organization of work on landscaping the territory of industrial enterprises (physical and geographical part).
The results of the research work of faculty and department teachers are introduced into the educational process within the framework of elective courses, preparation of theses, master's theses, writing textbooks, scientific articles, educational and methodological complexes. The results of scientific research are reflected in the topics of theses, in electronic training programs, in textbooks and methodological recommendations that are used in the educational process during the implementation of the educational program of the specialty in classes in some basic and profile disciplines.

The educational load includes curatorial work, participation in university student events, city and regional social events, organization of extracurricular leisure of students, the Council of Curators of the university. Faculty teachers are organizers and active participants of mass cultural and sports and recreation events for students.

5.2.5 Teachers' participation in the improvement of the educational program is carried out through updating the educational program taking into account the requirements of the labor market and advanced scientific achievements; determining the course policy; planning the schedule for passing control tasks; organizing control of students' knowledge; adjusting the forms and methods of teaching disciplines taking into account the results of quality monitoring; updating the topics of theses; attracting practice bases; work in as part of the Academic Council of the University, methodological and state attestation commissions.

University teachers are actively involved in the process of ensuring the quality of the program implementation. In this regard, teachers have the right to initiate the inclusion of elective courses in the program; are involved as internal experts in the work of the commissions of the Academic Council of the University, methodological commissions, Faculty Councils; develEP educational documentation, manuals for the program, offer the topics of course and graduation papers; have the opportunity to choose teaching methods; manage professional practice and graduation papers; they have the opportunity to make suggestions on improving the QMS of the university, as well as express their opinion on the organization of the program and the management system at meetings of collegial bodies and through questionnaires.

The university conducts sociological surveys of teachers regarding their satisfaction with the management system, labor organization, and the activities of the head of the department. According to the results of an institutional sociological survey for the reporting period, 94% of teachers of the Faculty of Biology and Geography are satisfied with the management system at the university. During the survey, such parameters as working conditions, work schedule, the opportunity to improve skills and participate in the work of collegial bodies of the faculty and the university were highly appreciated; involvement in decision-making processes of departments and improvement of educational programs; awareness of the decisions of the Rector's Council, Academic Council, Scientific and Technical Council, faculty, dean's office. the ability to directly contact the deans, vice-rectors and the rector of the university, the availability of material and technical, library resources and Internet channels.

Along with this, a public rating of heads of departments was compiled, whose activities were evaluated according to 18 parameters, for example: "the level of strategic thinking", "the desire to develEP the department", "authority in the team", "timely informing the team about current tasks", "the ability to lead the teaching and methodological and research work of the department", "the effectiveness of the personnel policy", "the ability to create a favorable climate in the team", "punctuality", etc. In general, the heads of departments received a positive assessment of the team, which indicates a sound personnel policy of the faculty and university management. The rating of heads of departments is taken into account in the process of holding a competition for vacant positions. Taking into account the opinion of teachers, navigation was improved and the informational content of the university's website was strengthened, suggestions on the content of the Evaluation Sheet for extra-budgetary teachers' surcharges were taken into account.

5.2.6 The university practices a comprehensive assessment of teachers, which is carried out within the framework of internal certification. This procedure is described in the "Regulations on the certification of the teaching staff of the E.A.Buketov KarSU", approved by the Protocol of the Academic Council № 6 of 4.11.2013. (as amended on 03/24/2016, Protocol № 10). The mechanism used in the framework of the certification of the teaching staff of Karaganda University allowed to determine the effectiveness of the work of teachers in the context of their functional responsibilities and strategic objectives of the university. The certification mechanism developed at the university allows for a comprehensive assessment of the competence of teachers. The certification format includes: 1) analysis of scientific, educational and methodological achievements of the teacher over the past three years; 2) assessment of the opinion of the dean, head of the department and students of the faculty about the professional level of the teacher; 3) examination of the quality of classes. In this regard, the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment:

1) collects factual information about publications, teacher's participation in professional development programs, academic mobility, grant projects, determines the average score of students of the certified teacher;

2) conducts a survey of the dean, the head of the department and students (teachers are also surveyed in relation to the head of the department);

3) organizes expert visits to classes by leading professors and associate professors of the university.

The statistics of the reporting years show that 100% of the teachers subject to certification according to the schedule confirmed their compliance with their position. This indicates an effective mechanism of competitive selection of teachers and the availability of favorable conditions for the professional development of teachers at the university. The recommendations made by the commission, as a rule, are associated with increased publication activity in journals with a high impact factor, participation in grant projects and an increase in the level of proficiency in professional English necessary for the development of new training courses in multilingual bachelor's, master's and doctoral groups. Regulations on the procedure for passing certification, evaluation criteria, rector's orders related to certification are posted on the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment page (https://buketov.edu.kz ).

The university has created an electronic Bank of professional achievements, which, in fact, is a catalog of teachers and a means of informing management. The functionality of the Bank allows you to automatically receive detailed reports on methodological and scientific publications of teachers, on their completion of advanced training courses, on participation in academic mobility programs, etc. The information stored in the Bank allows monitoring the professional development of each teacher and tracking his academic rating in the context of educational, methodological and research work.

The university should provide monitoring of the activities of teaching staff, a systematic assessment of the competence of teachers, a comprehensive assessment of the quality of teaching. Also, the university should organize various mechanisms for assessing the quality of teaching, such as questioning students about the quality of teaching at the university, attending teaching staff classes, questioning teaching staff about evaluating the activities of colleagues, etc.

The University has developed and operates internal regulatory documents, according to which the evaluation of employees' activities is carried out: Regulations on the evaluation of the activities of the Board of Directors, the Management Board, the Internal Audit Service and the Corporate Secretary; Regulations on the KPI of the Dean; Criteria for evaluating the work of deans.

At the same time, the evaluation of the activities of the teaching staff and administrative staff is carried out in accordance with the Regulations on the certification of the teaching staff and the Regulations on the Procedure for the certification of Administrative and Educational Support staff.

Along with Personnel Management, the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment participates in the certification procedure of the teaching staff, whose tasks include assessing the professional competencies of teaching staff directly in the classroom. For this purpose, the Department creates an expert commission from among highly qualified faculty members of faculties to attend classes of certified university staff. The composition of the expert commission is approved by the order of the Chairman of the Board – Rector. The results of each visit are drawn up by experts in the form of evaluation sheets and stored in the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment.
The quality of teaching is also assessed through sociological surveys of students and other interested stakeholders about the quality of teaching at the university. The Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment is responsible for conducting sociological surveys.

Thus, in the 2021-2022 academic year, the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment organized and conducted 6 planned sociological surveys, including

- "Teacher through the eyes of students" (2 times a year), period: October 2021, April 2022;

- "Satisfaction of employers with the quality of practical training of KarU students (questionnaire survey of employers of non-pedagogical specialties)", period: 11/16/2021;

- "Assessment by students of the anti-corruption climate at the University", period: 02/21/2022 - 04/03/2022;

- "Satisfaction of teaching staff with management at the University", period: 11/16/2021;

- "Assessment by students of the quality professional practice", period: 16.05.2022 – 31.05.2022;

- "Satisfaction of doctoral students with the work of domestic and foreign scientific consultants", period: 07.06.2022 - 17.06.2022.

The results of the surveys in the form of analytical reports were brought to the attention of the management and faculties, as well as briefly posted on the official website of the E.A. Buketov KarU in the section "About us", hereinafter "Reports".

Automation of social surveys "Teacher through the eyes of students", "Course effectiveness", carried out and tested by the Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment in the 2021-2022 academic year, will allow on an ongoing basis 2 times a year to receive up-to-date data on the quality of teaching teaching staff of the University in order to further analyze them, develEP recommendations and take preventive and/ or corrective measures.

The university has a permanent commission for assessing the quality of education, which during the academic year attends academic classes of the University faculty and reports on the results of work at meetings of the Academic Council of the University. The purpose of this commission is to provide methodological assistance to the teaching staff of the university. Similar commissions – quality assurance commissions - work at faculties.

5.2.7 The university has created the necessary conditions for the professional development of teachers and their stimulation. During the reporting period, before the change in the legal status of the university, the university had a Faculty of Advanced Training (until 2012) and a Faculty of Additional Education (since 2012), which developed and implemented programs on education management and modern learning technologies. All teachers of the faculty have been trained in FPC courses that allow them to work effectively in the conditions of credit and distance technologies. The School of Lecturing Skills functioning at the university contributes to the improvement of the methodological level of teachers. In addition, teachers of the department improve their professional level by attending training seminars, participating in conferences, educational and scientific events of various levels, implementing scientific internships, as well as studying at trainings conducted by certified companies, platforms of open universities. For example, Futurelearn Open University (Associate Professor Akpambetova K.M., 2016, 2017, certificates). During the reporting period, the teachers of the department received advanced training in various forms (internships, seminars, business trips to near and far abroad). Advanced training in distance learning at Altai State University were advanced training Akpambetova K.M. (2016, 2022), Kozhakhmetova L.T. (2016), Abieva G.B. (2016).

At the university, special attention is paid to increasing the number of teachers teaching classes in the state and in English. Courses on the study and improvement of language proficiency for teaching staff are held annually. During the reporting period, 3 teachers of the EP are studying at language courses at KarSU, 3 – at other language centers.

5.2.8 During the reporting period, the results of scientific research of the faculty of the department were published in the following journals:

Teachers of the department took part in national and international conferences in Kazakhstan, Poland, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Russia, Italy, France, Great Britain.

5.2.9 The use of modern pedagogical technologies in the educational process of the university creates completely new opportunities for the implementation of didactic principles of individualization and differentiation of learning, positively affects the development of cognitive activity of students, their creative activity, consciousness, implements the conditions for the transition from learning to self-education.

Teachers of the Department of Geography are introducing innovative approaches in the preparation of pedagogical frames with an emphasis on improving the content of geographical education, the formation of a high level of information culture, the implementation of learning using distance technologies. Thus, 6 teachers of the department underwent advanced training at the National Center for Advanced Training "Orleu", 1 teacher participated in a long-term program on the Cambridge system. Therefore, the mastered modern teaching methods of teaching staff are actively used in the organization of the educational process. The teaching staff of the department, when conducting lectures, practical, SRSPS in the disciplines taught, necessarily use a variety of methods for developing electronic educational materials: multimedia technologies, SMARTlearning technologies, an electronic textbook of the Cisco network Academy, case study technology, the use of video materials in the study of disciplines, the creation of video lessons in the CamStudio program, processing video clips in the environment FreeMaker, creating testing tasks in the iSpring Quiz Maker program. A project–organized approach has been implemented in the performance of independent work by students of the OP, in the technology of developing individual and group tasks for students. The experience gained at the courses of increasing the calification allows you to clearly set SMART goals for lectures and practical classes, build a "chain" of logical interrelated actions, as a result of which the student achieves this goal. It turns out to be a vicious circle that gives a clear and clear idea of the relationship between the material of individual topics and the entire course as a whole, and the control system allows you to gradually monitor the quality of the taught material.

In order to strengthen the material and technical base for high-quality classes and scientific research, new equipment and devices are constantly being additionally purchased. The Department of Geography has 5 specialized classrooms equipped with modern equipment. In the 2015-2016 academic year, the GIS and Environmental Mapping laboratory was opened. All classrooms and laboratories are used for conducting training sessions, scientific research, and the implementation of an individual teaching staff plan of the department.

5.2.10 At the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov, the necessary measures are being taken to maintain academic integrity and academic freedom of teaching staff. Information and explanatory work is carried out among teaching staff on compliance with the Code of Ethics of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov (https://buketov.edu.kz ). Helplines are posted in all academic buildings and dormitories, the rector's blog is open on the university's website, which any teacher and employee can contact.

5.2.11 Availability of highly qualified specialists from leading organizations and production according to educational programs, except for full-time teaching staff.
Every year, leading professors from foreign universities, leading organizations and advanced industrial enterprises are invited to give lectures at the university.

According to the program of guest lectures, in September 2018, Professor of the University of Navarre (Spain) Maria Luisa Lopez Fernandez gave a series of lectures on "Bioclimatology"; in December 2018, a guest lecture by Professor David L. (Hungary). During the quarantine period from March to April 2021, the students of the EP "6B01511 – Geography -History" attended a course of guest lectures by D.V. Chernykh, PhD, Professor of the Altai State University; in 2021 – Dmitry Leonidovich Golovanov, PhD, Associate Professor of the Lomonosov Moscow State University.

International cooperation activities are carried out within the framework of activities aimed at facilitating the participation of students, faculty and staff in various international programs.

Standard 6. Creative and personal development of students
·  The mechanisms for planning and monitoring and evaluating the results of creative, including research activities of students of the educational program are the scientific work of students (R&D) under the guidance of a teacher. To meet the personal and cultural needs, the Palace of Students functions, in which creative student collectives successfully work, which participate in the organization and conduct of cultural events. On the basis of the Center for youth entrepreneurship, there is a team of StartUp projects - ENACTUS, scientific circles at the faculties. To engage in scientific work, there is a research park of biotechnology and environmental monitoring, including laboratories for environmental monitoring, determination of the geochemical composition of substances in the components of nature. There are educational and research laboratories "GIS and electronic cartography", which helps students to make geographical and historical maps of the studied territory, "Geographical and geoecological studies of Central Kazakhstan", the installation of a digital meteorological station on climatology with the basics of meteorology is carried out. All structures have access for students and teachers to perform laboratory work, scientific research, diploma projects.

· The Scientific Library, as a supporting service, provides the educational process, research and educational work with scientific and educational literature, creates information and library and bibliographic resources, provides users with wide access to world information resources, promotes the development of students' information culture. At the present time, the library of Karaganda University has an extensive volume of the book fund of 1800,000 copies of scientific, educational, methodical and fiction literature. The structure of the library has 10 reading rooms, 11 subscriptions, 7 halls of electronic resources. The number of seats in the library is 1,180.

· The research activities of students are supervised by the Vice-Rector for Research (since March 2019 – the Vice-Rector for Innovation in Science and Technology), the Scientific and Technical Council, the Innovation and Technology Center (since March 2019 – the Department of Science and Commercialization). The structure of the educational program 6B01511 - "Geography-History" allows students to participate in research work and master the culture of research. The learning trajectory requires the student to prepare research papers starting from the 1st year. Each student is assigned a supervisor, whose tasks include providing methodological assistance in writing a thesis.

· Alternative forms of student participation in research work are the preparation of scientific reports, participation in student conferences, publication of articles in collaboration with the supervisor. For example, a 3rd year student Shakasimov Ahmad presented at the conference "Geografie a geologie Moderníchin formačních technologií Technickévědy" (2020), was awarded a certificate of participation (supervisor senior lecturer G.M. Zhangozhina). Students of the program participate in the work of the Scientific Association of Students and Undergraduates (NASM) of the university and the republican and regional public institutions of the Akim's Office of the Karaganda region, whose tasks are to coordinate the research work of students and involve them in public works. This public association engages students in conferences, forums, competitions, provides scientific and methodological assistance, informs about upcoming scientific events. For example, a 2nd-year student Kuatova Sayagul participated in the Republican scientific and practical conference Assembly of the Peoples of Kazakhstan with the support of the office of the Akim of the Karaganda region "Personality formation of young leaders of ethno-cultural associations".

· In April 2018, the student scientific circle "It Technologies and Modern Geography" began its work on the basis of the Department of Geography. All teaching staff of the department and students of 1-4 courses of the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History" take an active part in the work of the circle.

· The organization of a circle in which interested students could engage in research activities is associated with the great importance and relevance of this work.

· Relevance.

· Information, informatics, information technologies are words that have long been familiar to everyone, which very accurately characterize the life and needs of modern society. Currently, the activities of students and just a person have become highly dependent on these technologies, which need constant development.

· Information technology (IT) is a rapidly changing environment, there are always a lot of innovations in it. Here, almost every day, a wide variety of projects and developments appear that all students need to know and be able to apply in the educational process in order to successfully and fully study at the university, and in the future - in their professional activities.

· Scientific novelty.

· Despite the abundance of scientific and information sources about IT technologies and a fairly high degree of study of their effectiveness in educational activities, there are still no specific scientifically based methodological recommendations for students and future specialists in the field of geography on the application of It technologies in modern geography in the domestic literature. The level of computer proficiency is different for everyone: someone takes the first steps, someone has already mastered it, someone only sometimes faces difficulties. But in any case, students' knowledge in the field of IT technologies can and should be improved. In this regard, the organization of the activities of the scientific student circle will allow to fill this gap to a certain extent.

· Learning outcomes.

· The activity of the scientific student circle will help geography students to get better acquainted with computer technology, which will certainly simplify the solution of many educational tasks and will allow:

· • to perform any educational and scientific work related to a computer more quickly and efficiently;

· • find more information online;

· • find the right movie, thematic video, book (textbook, textbook), music, etc. for the educational process;

· • process the training material (photographs, aerospace images, cartographic material, etc.) and send it via the Internet to the addressee;

· • learn the methods of searching, collecting, storing, processing, providing, distributing information and how to implement such processes and methods;

· • use file exchangers;

· • create geographical maps in ArcGIS programs, etc.;

· • create blogs and scientific websites;

· • process information (mathematical calculation programs, graphics, sound and video editors, etc.);

· • provide access to information (news, hydrometeorological forecast, etc.);

· • plan your additional training (scientific articles, scientific projects, interactive lessons, webinars, reference books) and much more.
In the current 2018-2019 academic year, the circle work of the faculty of the department is actively continuing. All the necessary documents are available for the work of the circle: the work plan, the list of participants of the circle and scientific supervisors, the subject of research works of students, educational and cartographic fund. The work of the circle is carried out in 506 audience, there is poster material. Monthly, according to the work plan, meetings of the circle on the declared scientific topics are held. During such meetings, students receive a lot of new information on modern problems in geography, geoecology and cartography. Students of 3-4 courses associate their scientific research with writing theses in the future. Classes in the circle are of great help to students to perform complex cartographic work in modern computer programs.

Currently, the total number of students attending the circle is 22 people. All of them have identified the topics of scientific papers and scientific supervisors.

In general, the work of the circle "It technologies and modern geography" can be considered satisfactory. Nevertheless, it is necessary to strengthen work in this direction in order to attract more student participants.

As part of the annual plans, students participate in scientific research in priority areas of research of departments and faculties, prepare and present scientific innovative projects for participation in international and regional competitions, prepare speeches at conferences and scientific articles; meetings with famous Russian and foreign scientists, open lectures, visits to thematic exhibitions, scientific conferences, student teams are organized and trained to participate in Olympiads. Students are provided with favorable conditions for creative activity, including the Saryarka tourist club, participation in various forums, festivals and Olympiads, etc. For example, 2nd year student Bagtov Temirkul (2018) became the holder of the diploma of the 2nd degree at the Youth Festival "Khan Koryk" in Aktobe (supervisor senior lecturer Suimukhanov U.A.), 2nd year students Zuylpykhorov Kuanysh, Zhumadilldina Akbota, Nihanbayeva Assel, Shabdarbai Gulnur (2022) became the holders of diplomas of the 2nd and 3rd degrees at The Republican Distance Olympiad, which is held annually on the Republican Educational portal BS-PRESS (supervisor senior lecturer G.M. Zhangozhina).

The system for assessing the level of student involvement in the above activities is carried out by the Department of Academic Work and the Department of Science of Karaganda University. It should also be noted the annual university-wide conference "Bouquet Readings", where students of this educational program participate. It should also be noted the participation of students in international and regional conferences organized by other universities and scientific organizations. At the annual scientific and practical conference among students "Zhuasov okulary", 1st-year student Bagtov Temirkul took 2nd place (scientific supervisor M.N. Shayakhmetova), in addition, students publish their scientific papers in republican journals, for example, 4th-year student Bagtov Temirkul (2020) published in the journal "Geography in schools and universities of Kazakhstan", (scientific supervisor of the assoc.assoc.Professor Talzhanov S.A.).

As part of the annual plans, students participate in scientific research in priority areas of research of departments and faculties, prepare and present scientific innovative projects for participation in international and regional competitions, prepare speeches at conferences and scientific articles; meetings with famous Russian and foreign scientists, open lectures, visits to thematic exhibitions, scientific conferences, student teams are organized and trained to participate in Olympiads. Students of the educational program 6B01511 - "Geography-History" actively participate in competitions of various levels both within Kazakhstan and abroad. The result of their participation are letters of thanks, diplomas, prizes, diplomas of various nominations. For example, a 1st year student (2017) Maksimenko N.V. participated in the international scientific and practical conference "Actual scientific research in the modern world in the city of Pereyaslav-Khmelnitsky, awarded a certificate of participation in the conference.

The faculty also hosts events in various scientific fields: student scientific conferences, seminars, master classes. Conditions have been created for the personal development of students. Students take an active part in the publication of scientific research in the collection of scientific articles "Topical issues of biology and ecology", which is held at the faculty. For example, in the 2018/2019 academic year, an opportunity was given to participate in the "Science Week" organized by the ROO "Kazakh Geographical Society", almost all students of the geography department, including students of the final year of the educational program, have the opportunity to publish the results of scientific research on the topics of their theses in the Proceedings of the ROO "Kazakh Geographical Society" - Questions of geography of Kazakhstan, - the issue of which is carried out 1-2 times a year. For example, students Ziyaddinov A., Kulmanbetova D., Saduakaskyzy A. were published in Volume 8 (2019).

The faculty has created conditions for the personal development of students of the educational program. Scientific work is being intensified and characterized by an increase in the creative activity of students, the introduction of the results of scientific activity into the educational process of educational organizations, an increase in the level of scientific and organizational activities, deepening international cooperation in the field of scientific work, the level of authority of science among students is growing.

In the process of mastering the educational program 6B01511 - "Geography-History", the development of diverse interests of students is observed, which form students' leadership and communication abilities. The faculty has created conditions for the personal development of students of the educational program. Scientific work is being intensified and characterized by an increase in the creative activity of students, the introduction of the results of scientific activity into the educational process of educational organizations, an increase in the level of scientific and organizational activities, deepening international cooperation in the field of scientific work, the level of authority of science among undergraduates is growing. At the university, the Department, Faculty, Department of Academic Affairs, Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment, Scientific Library, Center for Information Technology and Telecommunications and a number of other departments are directly engaged in organizing and supporting a unified system of information support for students. Wi-Fi access points are available in all 12 buildings of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov, which provides free access to network resources from mobile devices and portable computers. All computer classes of the university are connected to the Internet. A corporate network has been built at the university, which includes local networks of all departments, departments and academic buildings, computer classes and a hall of electronic library resources. The corporate computer network forms the infrastructure of information support for undergraduates of the university. The integration of all computers of academic buildings into a corporate computer network is an Electronic university System (e.MSI.kz) provides support to students of the educational program in accessing modern electronic databases of the university, including foreign ones; allows teachers and students to effectively use electronic resources (electronic textbooks, multimedia presentations, training programs), to carry out the necessary procedures for checking students' assimilation of knowledge (computer online testing within the framework of the boundary and final certification; authorized access to the electronic journal of teachers' and students' academic performance). The educational program 6B01511 – "Geography-History" includes theoretical, practical and research training. In the course of training, students have the opportunity to independently form the trajectory of their studies, choose academic disciplines and the research direction of their theses. Successful undergraduates are given the opportunity to participate in the academic mobility program and study for a semester at a Kazakh or foreign university.

Standard 7. Continuous monitoring and periodic evaluation of educational programs
The educational program has goals that meet the requirements of the State Mandatory Standard:

- formation of fundamental knowledge, skills and abilities necessary in professional activity;

- formation of ecological, physical, aesthetic, legal culture;

- formation of universal and socio-personal values.

In strict accordance with the objectives of the educational program, the Faculty of Biology and Geography formulated its mission, which is to provide high-quality education in the field of biological, geographical and environmental sciences for students and undergraduates based on the use of innovative technologies, while preserving the values of classical education and to prepare specialists of a new generation capable of taking responsibility for the future of the region.

The content of the faculty's mission corresponds to the university-wide mission and is also conditioned by the preparation of bachelors in EP 6B01510 "Geography-History".

The initial documents for the formation of the goals of the EP are:

- regulatory documents: The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education" dated July 27, 2007.

- Standard rules of admission to higher educational institutions of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

- The state mandatory standard of higher and postgraduate education, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated August 23, 2012 for № 1080;

- strategic documents, including the State Program for the Development of Education in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020, the Development Strategy of Karaganda University for 2011-2020, the Strategic Development Plan of Karaganda University for 2013-2015.

- rules for the organization of the educational process on credit technology of education, approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated April 20, 2011 for № 152;

- standard rules of activity of educational organizations implementing educational programs of higher and postgraduate education (Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan № 48930 dated May 20, 2013, № 17657 dated 10/30/2018)

EP 6B01510 "Geography-History" was developed in accordance with the goals and objectives of the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University, the mission of the University and the faculty, according to the expectations of society, the needs of the economy in the professional activities of graduates capable of carrying out production, management, research, monitoring professional functions. The high percentage of employment – 97% (of the total number of students) and 100% (students on a grant) shows a fairly high demand for graduates in the labor market.

The objectives of the educational program are formed taking into account the opinion of employers – educational organizations that participate in determining the list of elective disciplines of the program (presented in the form of a catalog of elective disciplines - QED), the topics and reviewing of theses, providing databases of practices, determining the final assessment of graduates. One of the forms of solving the problems of student-centered learning is practice, which best allows you to perform the procedure of "creating opportunities" for students, rather than traditional "informing". The student-centered approach when performing work as an intern places great responsibility on the student, encouraging him to think, process, analyze, synthesize, criticize, apply, solve problems, etc. The variety of organizations that are bases of practices provides students with ample opportunities for the development of individual learning trajectories.

Professional practice is a mandatory component of the professional curriculum of higher education and is divided into educational, pedagogical, industrial and pre-graduate and others (item 77 of the State Mandatory Standard of Higher Education approved by the Decree of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 23.08.2012 № 1080, SES dated 31.10.2018 № 604., SES dated 20.07.2022 № 2).

The working curriculum for the specialty 6B01510 "Geography-History" provides for the following types of practices: educational (introductory, field), pedagogical (psychological and pedagogical, educational, industrial) and pre-graduate. For all types of practices at the department there are programs of practical training according to the educational program.

The total amount of all types of professional practices should be from 28 to 30 credits. The duration of the practice is determined in weeks, based on the standard time of the student's work in practice during the week, equal to 30 hours (6 hours a day with a 5-day working week). To calculate the number of weeks, the amount of practice in credits is multiplied by the labor intensity of the corresponding type of practice in training hours and divided by the duration of the student's work in practice during the week, that is, by 30 hours (Table 8). In the conditions of practice in parallel with theoretical training, its duration increases with a work schedule of 15 hours a week, or 6 hours a week.

University students are sent to the practice bases in the specialty profile, having contractual relations. The circle of employers that provide students with places for practical training is regularly expanding. It should be noted that the students' internship is free of charge.

Referral to all types of professional practices is issued by the order of the rector with an indication of the terms, the base and the head. The passage of industrial (pedagogical) practice is possible at the place of future employment of the graduate. To do this, the student enters into a tripartite individual contract in 3 copies no later than a month before the start of the internship, hands over to the head of the practice from the department. The teachers responsible for the students' practical training exercise control over the progress of its implementation. In addition to the teacher, control over the quality of the internship is carried out by a representative of the base company, a written review of the internship is reflected in the student's diary.

Students who are sent to practice are required to: participate in the introductory and final conferences, fully perform the tasks provided for by the internship program and individual work plan, keep a practice diary, comply with the internal labor regulations in force at the enterprise, in the organization, in the institution, strictly observe the rules of labor protection, safety and industrial sanitation, be responsible for the work performed on a par with full-time specialists, submit the reporting documentation specified in the internship program.

According to the results of professional practice, students provide the relevant department with accounting documentation (direction, report, diary, reviews, characteristics and other documentation specified in the internship program). Students' practice reports are carried out according to the relevant programs and individual tasks in strict accordance with the standards of the QMS. After checking the documentation by the head, they receive access to protection. The practice reports are defended in the presence of a commission established by the order of the head of the department. Among the criteria for evaluating the results of the practice: the comprehensive application of theoretical knowledge in practice, the clarity and timeliness of the implementation of the internship program; the student's independence in organizing his activities when performing tasks, accurate exhaustive registration of all accounting documentation, positive feedback from the head of the practice from the institution.

In order to stimulate and motivate students to conscious learning and active participation in the educational process, to create a favorable academic environment, the student is given the right to form an individual learning trajectory according to the "Catalog of Elective disciplines". The "Catalog of elective disciplines" (Appendix 2) contains a list of elective disciplines included in the working curriculum in 2017-2018, 2019-2020, 2020-2021, 2021-2022 academic years, including taking into account the wishes of employers, which are reflected and approved bilaterally in the list (protocol) of coordination of disciplines, which is stored at the department.

On the university's website, information about the EP is constantly updated: RUP, catalogs of elective disciplines, electronic lecture courses, multimedia presentations, etc. By logging in through their personal account on the e.MSI .kz website, each student can receive up-to-date information and take an active part in shaping the learning process, monitor their learning, participate in the design of courses, curricula and their evaluation.

Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov has a clear, clear and accessible Quality Policy, which was approved by the rector of the University on 05.11.2018. and which consists in strengthening the leading positions among multidisciplinary universities of the Republic of Kazakhstan through ensuring the trinity of education, science and production, expanding academic and managerial independence, expanding forms of cooperation with foreign universities and research centers, ensuring the practice-oriented nature of educational programs, strengthening the integration of university science with high-tech industries. The tEP management of Karaganda University (rector, vice-rectors) develops, in accordance with the current requirements and priorities of the state policy in the field of education and science, a Quality Policy that describes the university's obligations in relation to:

• quality of educational services and improvements in accordance with consumer requests;

• competitiveness of educational services;

• resources needed to achieve quality objectives;

• the stated mission of the university.

The actualization of the Quality Policy is carried out by the higher management of the university on the basis of changes in external documents defining the educational activities of state universities of Kazakhstan (the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education", the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Science", the State Program for the Development of Education and Science in the Republic of Kazakhstan, etc.).

The management of the university approves the developed plans and approves the criteria for evaluating the effectiveness. The plans are drawn up in the context of the Quality Policy of the Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov, the annual quality goals of the University and the quality goals of the faculties and departments, the annual work plans of the Rector's Office, Academic and Scientific-Technical Councils, annual work plans of faculties, departments and departments. All plans are focused on the implementation of goals, objectives, indicators of the medium-term Development Strategy of Karaganda State University. E.A.Buketova for 2017-2021. The rector, vice-rectors are involved in the periodic evaluation of the results and comparative analysis of the achieved performance indicators through consideration of planned issues at the meetings of the Rector's Office (once every two weeks), the Academic Council (once a month), the Supervisory Board (once a quarter) and other collegial bodies of the university and faculties (by management levels). teachers, heads of departments, deans, heads of departments.

Among the mechanisms for implementing and achieving the goals of the university's quality policy is the internal System of the electronic University of Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov (www.e.MSI .kz), which ensures that all participants in the educational process are informed. The electronic university includes a local electronic document management System/EDMS, which allows for the rapid exchange of information between all departments of the university and faculties, provides automatic online approval of documents, including through the introduction of an electronic digital signature (EDS) in 2016. Among the university's information channels are educational and legal portals (http://znanie.MSI .kz/ and http://pravo.MSI .kz/), portals "Electronic University", "Scientific Library", "Inclusive education", "Graduates of Karaganda University named after E.A. Buketova" (http://e.MSI .kz/, http://library.MSI .kz/, http://tulek.MSI .kz/). In order to unite the offices of the registrar of faculties directly working with students, which are part of the Registrar's Office of the University, in the 2017-2018 academic year, the functioning of a new support service was launched - the Service Center for Students and Employees /CEP on the principle of "one window" with the provision of background information, acceptance of applications for educational services provided by the state regulations and other necessary documents.

The responsibilities of the Faculty of Biology and Geography include the organization of the educational process, including the organization of practices, the provision of educational and methodological literature, teaching staff, modern educational facilities, the implementation of general control over the implementation of the OP. The responsibilities of the department include the development of OP, RUPS, CAD, UMK, practice programs, educational and methodological literature, coordination of the content of the program with employers, assistance in the employment of graduates, monitoring progress, updating the EP in accordance with the requirements of the market and the external environment.

The Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment has developed internal regulatory documents, in the implementation of which members of the Department of Zoology and other departments of the Faculty and University are directly involved: "Regulations on monitoring the quality of education at the E.A.Buketov Karaganda University" (https://buketov.edu.kz ), "Regulations on the certification of the teaching staff of the Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketova" (https://buketov.edu.kz ), as well as documented QMS procedures: "Conducting an analysis of the quality of admission of students", "Conducting an analysis of academic performance indicators of students", "Conducting a control cross-section of students' knowledge of the pre-graduation course", "Conducting preparatory activities for VAUD", "Conducting an analysis of the quality of students' graduation".

The quality assurance policy is adjusted to meet the requirements of the external environment in relation to the specialty 6B01510 "Geography-History". For example, at the request of employers, new elective courses are introduced, practically oriented topics of graduation papers are offered; the modernization of laboratories is carried out taking into account the requirements of production; the subject and content environment of special classrooms allows students to work out specific competencies necessary in practice and in the process of working at school, gymnasium, college, etc.; teaching in three languages allows you to train multilingual specialists who will be able to work in research organizations and at the enterprise.
The university management, teaching staff and students take an active part in planning, ensuring the quality of the OP. The tools that allow taking into account the students' point of view on quality assurance are diverse: representation of students in the Academic Council of the university, systematic questioning of students in order to find out their satisfaction / dissatisfaction with teaching, assistance to the administration in the organization and functioning of student self-government bodies. The Department of Quality Assurance and Risk Assessment of Monitoring has developed a "Methodological toolkit for conducting sociological surveys at the E.A.Buketov Karaganda University", which contributes to monitoring. Based on the monitoring results, procedures are being implemented to continuously improve the quality of services and resources provided.

The University provides student-centered learning and teaching. Stimulating and motivating students to conscious learning and active participation in the educational process takes place through the creation of a favorable academic environment and student support services ( information package on the university's website https://info.MSI .kz/?page_id=1842).

Monitoring of the current progress of students is conducted on the basis of rating assessment during seminars, laboratory work, control work and protection of independent work of students. The overall rating is formed due to the current control (for example, for 3 credits – this is 5 grades on a 100-point system), 2 boundary controls and final control in the format of computer testing or an oral exam. The overall final assessment consists of 60% of the results of the current and boundary control and 40% of the results of the final control.

Through joint activities with employers, proposals are being developed on an ongoing basis and directions are being determined to improve the training of future specialists, as a result of which educational programs of specialties are being improved with the expansion of elective courses

Stakeholders are interested in improving professionalism, career growth, professional development, and in obtaining additional education ("lifelong learning").

The interaction of stakeholders with stakeholders is carried out for the effective operation of the organization, obtaining information on the status and directions of training according to the needs of the region.

The active participation of stakeholders in the events held by the department and the university (seminars, round tables, meetings of educational and methodological and scientific and technical councils, etc.), their evaluative judgment on the state and prospects of ensuring the quality of educational services, questionnaires, interviews, expertise, SWOT analysis, forecast, strategy is practiced.

The interaction of the department and the university with stakeholders is informal, non-surface, has a clear methodological basis based on a system-structural approach.

Graduates of the department working in educational institutions in their specialty (Alumni Association) are interested in obtaining competent specialists.

Stakeholders' activities include:

- participation in the development of educational programs, in the formation of professional competencies of graduates;

- conducting practical classes at enterprises within the framework of branches of departments, experimental sites;

- participation in the membership of the SAC, in the review of diploma / master's works;

- examination of educational and methodological complexes of disciplines;

- provision of conditions for internships at enterprises;

- provision of scholarships for students with their subsequent employment.

Students of the program have the opportunity to track personal academic achievements through the use of the Electronic University software package (e.MSI.kz) – module "Student's Personal account". Educational achievements (knowledge, skills, skills and competencies) of students are evaluated in points on a 100-point scale corresponding to the letter system with a digital equivalent adopted in international practice (positive grades, in descending order, from "A" to "D", and "unsatisfactory" – "FX", "F",) and estimates according to the traditional system. In case of receiving an "unsatisfactory" grade corresponding to the "FX" mark, the student has the opportunity to retake the final control without re-passing the discipline/module program. In case of receiving an "unsatisfactory" grade corresponding to the "F" mark, the student is re-enrolled in this academic discipline / module, attends all types of training sessions, performs all types of academic work according to the program and retakes the final control. The assessment of knowledge is carried out in accordance with established procedures and includes current and boundary controls, intermediate and final certification

Access to this module is made through an authorized login by each student. The student can view the results of passing the current and boundary controls, as well as examination sessions. The results of the implementation of the educational program are evaluated through quantitative indicators (Table 9). During the reporting period, students had excellent and good grades of academic performance, the qualitative indicator was 86.9%; absolute academic performance was 97.4%.

The data show that in the period 2017-2022 academic performance indicators are stable and will remain at a fairly high level. And the indicator of the formation of practical skills demonstrated during the periods of professional practice reaches 3.96 b, which indicates the successful implementation of the educational program

The university applies the practice of appealing the results of complex testing and examination interviews. The rules provide for the creation of appeal commissions for all educational programs, which work during the period of the boundary, final controls and final exams. The knowledge assessment system allows you to determine at different stages of training the level of mastery of theoretical knowledge, practical skills and research skills. For example, during the semester, students are constantly evaluated at seminars, as part of two boundary controls and an examination session. The graduating department has the opportunity to identify the main trends in the academic development of students, diagnose the degree of achievement of the set goals, adjust the content of the educational program, the development of which will allow students to form the following professional competencies:

- possess technical means of teaching and computer technology;

- to know the possibilities of studying the world gene pool of plants and animals;

- possess methods of analyzing the main ingredients of food products;

- possess methods of experimental study of the properties and processes of vital activity of biological objects;

- have an idea of the influence of environmental factors on the genotype of microorganisms, plants and animals;

- know the design of biotechnological devices and equipment;

- use educational and laboratory equipment and computer technologies for setting up a scientific experiment;

- possess methods of modification of genotypes of biological objects with economically valuable features;

- to analyze the effectiveness of management decisions;

- master the basics of management;

- to use the acquired knowledge in practical activities;

- find practical application of the latest achievements of science and put them into practice;

- possess modern information technologies.

The structure of the educational program allows students to participate in research work and master the culture of research. The learning trajectory requires the student to prepare research papers starting from the 3rd year. Each student is assigned a supervisor, whose tasks include providing methodological assistance in writing a thesis. Alternative forms of student participation in research work are the preparation of scientific reports, participation in student conferences, publication of articles in collaboration with the supervisor. Students of the educational program participate in the research work of the circle "It technologies and modern geography". Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov, whose tasks are to coordinate the research work of students. This public association engages students in conferences, forums, competitions, provides scientific and methodological assistance, informs about upcoming scientific events.

The criteria for evaluating students are carried out in accordance with the "Regulations on the organization of the educational process", which takes into account the "Standard rules for conducting current control, academic performance, intermediate and final certification of students in universities" of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 16.03.2011. An information platform has been created at the university buketov.edu.kz to monitor the quality of admission, current academic performance, the quality of teaching disciplines, satisfaction of students and employers with the quality of training.

The scientific and pedagogical potential of the graduating department allows us to ensure a high level of knowledge of students, the quality of teaching academic disciplines. This is achieved as a result of the application of versatile measures according to the "Regulations on the system of monitoring the quality of education at the Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov", "Regulations on quality control of training specialists at the Karaganda University named after E.A.Buketov". E.A.Buketova", "Procedures for analyzing academic performance indicators of students", "Procedures for conducting a control cross-section of knowledge of senior and graduate students", "Procedures for analyzing the quality of teaching discipline", "Procedures for assessing customer satisfaction". The principles of assessing students' knowledge are described in the "Regulations on the organization of the educational process at the E.A. Buketov Karaganda University". In the course of training, students pass the current, milestone, final control.

Methods of monitoring procedures, measuring materials, knowledge assessment scales and internal compliance standards have been developed. The assessment of students' knowledge is carried out according to a point-rating system, which provides for ongoing control, boundary control, and final certification of students. According to the accepted rules, students performing certain types of work during the semester are evaluated according to a rating scale, the total value of which is 100 points. The software allows you to keep automatic records of scores that make up the final rating of students. The requirements for students within each type of control are specified in the educational and methodological complexes of disciplines and the guidebook. A common form of border control and final certification is testing. The testing procedure is provided with a database of test tasks for each discipline, automated programs for combining options, processing results, and forming an examination sheet. The university practices the second boundary control in the format of on-line testing. The decision on the forms of final certification is made by the Faculty Council. Test tasks for all final exams of disciplines are approved at meetings of departments serving the program. The academic performance of the students of the program for the reporting period was 974%.

STANDARD 8. SPECIFICS OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM FOR THE BACHELOR'S DEGREE LEVEL
Training of personnel with higher education is carried out on the basis of general educational curricula of general secondary education, technical and vocational education, post–secondary education, as well as higher education - upon receipt of a second higher education. The volume of credits for the educational program was:

2017-2018. for full–time department - 164, for correspondence–reduced form of education - 112;

2018-2019 for full–time department - 162, for correspondence–reduced form of education - 114;

2019-2020 for full–time department - 248, for full-time–reduced form of education with the use of DOT - 184;

2020-2021. for full–time department - 248, for full–time reduced form of education with the use of DOT - 240;

2021-2022. for full–time department - 248, for full–time-reduced form of education with the use of DOT - 240.

Form of study: full–time 4 years and with the use of DOT - 2 years. The language of instruction is Kazakh and Russian.

A group of educational programs for training personnel in the specialty 6B01511 – Geography-History, this is B014 Training of geography teachers. The type of EP is valid. The purpose of the OP: to prepare a competitive teacher with fundamental and applied knowledge, research skills for the implementation of scientific and pedagogical, professional and practical activities in the conditions of the updated content of secondary education.

1. During the organization and management of the EP for the bachelor's degree level, the following are provided::

a) Expected results according to the Dublin descriptors of the first cycle of education

Knowledge and understanding:

- theoretical foundations and fundamental principles in the field of professional activity, sufficient to perform labor functions and to achieve subsequent skill levels; in-depth knowledge in the field of professional activity, critical understanding of theories and principles of professional knowledge;

- methods of scientific research and academic writing and their application in the field of geographical and historical sciences;

- the importance of the principles and culture of academic integrity in teaching and in further professional activity.

Practical use of knowledge and understanding ability:

- skills and abilities of innovative activity in solving complex problems in conditions of uncertainty; professional approach to their work or occupation;

- apply knowledge and understanding abilities at a professional level, formulate arguments and solve problems of the studied area;

- practical skills to apply theoretical knowledge, independently analyze existing tasks, independence in choosing methods for their solution, as well as to analyze the results obtained.

Ability to make judgments, evaluate ideas and formulate conclusions:

- setting goals and making decisions at the level of a division or organization, the ability to self-educate and train subordinates;

- project management or complex production processes, responsibility for decision-making at the level of a division or organization.

Communication skills:

- the ability to communicate and the competent presentation, transmission of information, ideas, both to a specialized and non-specialized audience;

- openness and a positive approach to solving the problems that have arisen in the professional environment;

- the ability to maintain collective immunity.

Self-learning:

- the ability and skills of continuous self-education necessary for independent conduct of professional activity;

- development of functional competence and literacy.

b) Organization and conduct of professional practice

In the course of training, in accordance with the State Mandatory Standard of Higher and Postgraduate Education, students are required to undergo professional practice. According to Article 38 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On Education", the professional practice of students is an integral part of educational training programs.

The organization and conduct of professional practices of the educational program 6B01511 – Geography-History are carried out according to the working curriculum of the EP and the academic calendar.

The working curriculum for the specialty 6B01511–"Geography-History" provides for the following types of practices: educational (introductory, field), pedagogical (psychological-pedagogical, educational, industrial) and pre-graduate. For all types of practices at the department there are programs of practical training according to the educational program.

According to this EP, there are contracts-agreements with practice bases in which students form professional skills. The bases of practices are specialized schools of republican, regional and city values.

The purpose of professional practices is to create conditions that allow students to acquire practical skills of independent pedagogical activity and master the basics of pedagogical skills.

The program of pedagogical practice EP 6B01511–"Geography-History" is aimed at developing professionally significant skills in students and the formation of key competencies:

– planning, forecasting, analysis of the main components of training and education in accordance with the requirements of the updated content of various levels of education;

– development of short-term plans for the subject based on long-term and medium-term;

– ability to work with children with special educational needs;

– identification of the degree of conformity of the applied methods and means of teaching to didactic goals and objectives;

– reproduction of the activity of the teacher / educator: on the organization of independent, differentiated, individual work of students / pupils in a lesson / lesson in the conditions of pedagogical practice; on the criterion assessment of the expected educational achievements of students, pupils; on the organization of collaborative learning, the creation of a collaborative learning environment;

– implementation of an individual approach to students in the course of educational and educational work, taking into account the peculiarities of their development;

– conducting pedagogical diagnostics of the state of the pedagogical process;

– evaluation of the results of the activities of students, teachers and self-assessment;

– interaction with parents of students/pupils of the attached class/group;

– the application in practice of modern learning strategies (critical thinking, functional literacy, criterion assessment, collaborative learning), innovative educational technologies (personality-oriented, interactive, ICT, SMART and STEM learning, etc.).

During the period of pedagogical practice, students collect factual material for graduation research, conduct ascertaining and forming experiments on the basis of the organization of education in natural conditions.

According to the results of the pedagogical practice, a portfolio and a report of the intern are prepared. The report reflects: the purpose, place and time of the internship; the sequence of the internship, the list of works performed during the internship. The main part of the report describes the organization of work in the course of practice; the work performed on the sections of the practice program; describe the practical tasks solved by the student during the passage of pedagogical practice; indicate the difficulties that arose during the internship.
The effectiveness of professional practices is evidenced by the fact that graduates of the specialty 5B012900 – "Geography-History" are in demand in the labor market. So, for example, according to the results of industrial (pedagogical) practice, graduates of 2021-2022 G. Rakhimbek A. works in the OSH named after K.Shaimenov S.Shakhterskoye of the Nurinsky district, Shalenov A.A. started working at the KSU "Secondary School № 88" of Karaganda, Sergeev S.S. got a job at the KSU "Complex "School-nursery-garden No.33" of Karaganda, Shkadova N.V. works at KSU "Secondary school № 3" of the Department of Education of Karazhal.

c) The possibility of continuing education in the field of postgraduate and additional professional education

Graduates of the Bachelor's degree program in the specialty 6B01511–"Geography-History" have the opportunity to continue their education according to the educational programs of postgraduate and additional professional education, which allows us to fully talk about the possibility of obtaining continuous higher and postgraduate education within the walls of our university. At the Faculty of Biology and Geography there is a master's degree specialty "7M01506-Geography" and at the Faculty of History there is a specialty for admission to which a contingent is formed from among strong graduate students, excellent students with research skills, professional competencies.

d) Adaptation of abbreviated higher education courses with an accelerated period of study on the basis of technical and vocational, post-secondary or higher education to basic education.

At the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov, training of specialists is carried out on a full-time basis with an accelerated period of study on the basis of technical and vocational, post-secondary education to the main OP, using distance learning technologies (DOT). This technology of distance learning is based on the use of electronic educational and methodological complexes containing a full set of educational and methodological materials for the specialty and course. The network technology of distance learning is implemented through the portal electronic university idl.MSI.kz is a modern software tool designed to train remote users using the global Internet.

Educational and methodological base for students of distance educational technologies: library fund of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov; electronic lectures, electronic textbooks and manuals; presentations; video lectures and video materials; Internet resources; access to satellite TV channels; audio materials.

This technology is used to recruit students for training in EP 6B01511 - "Geography-History" from 2017 to the present.

e) Planning and organization of educational activities in three languages: the language of instruction, the second and English

According to EP 6B01511 - "Geography-History", training is carried out in two languages – Kazakh and Russian.

f) Conducting the exam by more than one examiner (where possible)

According to the educational program 6B01511-"Geography-History", the examination session is carried out using the electronic resources of the university. Exams are taken in the form of testing in electronic halls, where they are supervised by the Deputy dean for Academic Affairs, the office registrar, the dispatcher and the examiner. In departments with the use of DOT, the exam is controlled by an examiner, and proctoring is used.

2. The effectiveness of comprehensive career guidance

a) Results of interaction with educational institutions of secondary and technical and vocational education

A special role in ensuring stable recruitment is played by career guidance work, which is planned in nature. The Department of Marketing and Recruiting functions at the E.A.Buketov Karaganda University, which forms the annual plan of career guidance work of the university and the schedule of field meetings with students. The Center develops advertising products, coordinates the activities of faculties to work with potential applicants and employers, closely interacts with the University Admissions Committee responsible for organizing and conducting the admission campaign. The University annually republishes an advertising and information booklet, publishes thematic issues of the university newspaper "Zhastar Alemi. The World of youth", prepared videos, image products with the logo of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov. On the university's website (E.MSI .kz) posted a virtual tour of the university in 3D format, the faculty's website contains detailed information about the educational program 6B01511–"Geography-History" with an indication of the professional field of future specialists. Along with this, advisory assistance is provided. In addition, career guidance work is carried out through the activities of the University center of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the UNT and the Educational-Methodical and scientific-industrial complex of Karaganda University, which includes the main schools of the city and the region. Every year, teachers of the Geography Department travel to the southern and western regions of Kazakhstan as part of the faculty's career guidance work. This work is carried out to orient applicants for admission to our university under the program "Serpin" and according to the results, groups are recruited annually on this basis for training in this EP.

b) Conducting subject Olympiads for students of institutions of secondary general and secondary and technical and vocational education

Every year, the faculty holds a subject Olympiad among schoolchildren of the city of Karaganda and the region. Also, as part of the career guidance work, an open Day is held annually, excursions to the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov for students of the regions, this is widely covered in the media and on various websites. Every year the department takes part in the Open Day, where it orients potential university applicants to choose information specialties, in particular the educational program "6B01511-Geography-History".Преподаватели кафедры в школах Караганды и области ежегодно проводят профориентационную работу, выезжают в южные регионы, и таким образом формируется целевая группа абитуриентов, ориентированных на поступление в Карагандинский университет имени академика Е.А.Букетова, анкетные сведения которой предоставляются факультетам для проведения адресной работы. 
Teachers of the department in schools of Karaganda and the region annually conduct career guidance work, travel to the southern regions, and thus a target group of applicants is formed, focused on admission to the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov, whose questionnaire information is provided to faculties for targeted work.

In accordance with the plan of career guidance, the department has developed information and advertising materials for applicants (booklets, information sheets of the department). Information about the department is available on the university's website. The department has close ties with leading organizations, enterprises, constantly conducts conversations with leading specialists of these organizations to identify bottlenecks in the specialization of the educational program. Career guidance talks are held with schoolchildren during visits to events held at the university and at the faculty (for example, the annual regional subject Olympiad in geography), visits by teachers and students to schools and holding master classes there, various kinds of cultural and educational events, etc.

c) Involvement of students of institutions of technical and vocational, post-secondary education in research work in student circles

Every year, within the framework of the contest "Student of the Year of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketov", the best students are determined in the nominations "Student of the Year", "Intellectual of the Year", "Talent of the Year", "Athlete of the Year". In order to maximize the creative potential of students, literary and musical evenings, the competition "The Best student group", the festival of national cultures "Biz - bir El, bir halykpyz!" – "We are one country, one people!", etc. are held annually. Also, every year, within the framework of the International Students' Day, a Forum of young students is held "Biz – Kazakstannyn bolashagymyz!" - "We are the future of Kazakhstan!". Students of all faculties take an active part in cultural and leisure events organized and held at the university, as well as in city and regional holiday programs, student actions, forums, festivals dedicated to socially significant dates and events. Information about the activities of the Committee on Youth Affairs and Student Self-government bodies is available through posting on the official website of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov, in social networks – in Contact, Instagram, in the university newspaper "Zhastar Alemi - The World of Youth" in the format of articles, notes, announcements, photo materials, etc.

3. Comprehensive work to support and ensure academic success and spiritual development of students

a) Measures to adapt first-year students to the conditions of study in the organization of higher and postgraduate education

After enrolling applicants in the educational program, the curator and teachers of the department carry out systematic and consistent work with students from the 1st year to graduation on the formation of professional and personal competencies, which contributes to the progress of students in their academic career. The university provides students enrolled in the 1st year with a reference guide, which reflects: basic concepts related to learning technologies, rules for organizing the educational process, a library to help students, student support services, information on faculties, a mechanism for implementing academic mobility, types of control in training, a memo for a student studying on distance educational technology, the layout of the objects and the Anthem of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov.

Every year during the introductory week with the university for 1st year students, meetings are held with the administration, representatives of other services, teaching staff of the department. For this purpose, book exhibitions, visits to the library and reading rooms, meetings with university library staff are organized.

b) Availability of assistance for academic support of students who do not cope with academic requirements (additional counseling or conducting additional classes)

The university has an electronic database of students by type of educational programs and levels of education. In the electronic university system of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov (e.MSI.kz) the registrar office through the module "Credit technology" has the opportunity to work with the electronic database of the contingent of students on educational programs.

Students of the program have the opportunity to track personal academic achievements through the use of the Electronic University software package (e.MSI.kz) – module "Student's Personal account". Access to this module is made through an authorized login by each student. The student can view the results of passing the current and boundary controls, as well as examination sessions.

c) Educational activities aimed at the formation of patriotism, citizenship, internationalism, high morals and morals, legal culture, interfaith tolerance

The Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov has a Service Center for students and employees – the CEP. To implement the educational goals of students, the Office of the Registrar of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov, organizes, manages and controls the accounting of student loans, maintains the entire history of educational achievements in accordance with the requirements of regulatory and regulatory documents of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan. To meet personal and cultural needs, the Palace of Students functions, which contributes to the creation of conditions necessary for the formation and development of creative, spiritual and physical capabilities of the individual, education of citizenship and patriotism among students, respect for folk traditions, familiarization of young people with the achievements of world and national culture. Creative student groups successfully work in the Palace of Students, who participate in the organization and holding of cultural events.

The Scientific Library, as a supporting service, provides the educational process, research and educational work with scientific and educational literature, creates information and library and bibliographic resources, provides users with wide access to world information resources, promotes the development of students' information culture. At the present time, the library of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A.Buketov has an extensive volume of the book fund of 1,800,000 copies of scientific, educational, methodical and fiction literature. The structure of the library has 12 reading rooms, 12 subscriptions, 7 halls of electronic resources. The number of seats in the library is 1,180.

The activity of the scientific library of the Karaganda University named after Academician E.A. Buketova is aimed at timely provision of educational and scientific activities of the university with educational and scientific literature, as well as information about the latest achievements in the field of science, education, culture, improving the quality of information and library services to users.

The library's book collection consists of 1,807,579 copies of scientific, educational, methodical and fiction literature. The fund includes monographs, materials of scientific conferences, collections of scientific articles, abstracts of dissertations, dictionaries, reference books, encyclopedias, scientific journals. The structure of the book fund is as follows:

The book fund as a whole is updated annually by 4.5% - 5%, which corresponds to the "Rules for the formation, use and preservation of the fund of libraries of state educational organizations." The Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 19, 2016 № 44 (Item 29, amendments dated 13.05.2021 № 211)

Annually allocates more than 50 million tenge for the purchase of new books. The purchase of new books is carried out in accordance with the requests of departments and faculties, their number over the past five years has amounted to 49,134 copies, including by year:

Over the past five years, more than 167 million tenge has been allocated for the purchase of new books. The mandatory literature recommended as the main one for the cycles of disciplines is presented in the library in full and meets the qualification requirements for educational activities. The library fund has a sufficient number of publications recommended as additional literature available and used in the educational process.

Within the framework of the project "New humanitarian knowledge. 100 new textbooks in the Kazakh language" the library received 111 titles of books in the amount of 24,072 copies by branches of science, these are the best intellectual works of Great Britain, France, Russia, Switzerland, the USA.

Every year the library subscribes to periodicals in the amount of 24,091,889 tenge. These are 685 copies of modern scientific journals and newspapers of Kazakhstan and foreign countries, both in print and in electronic form.

Information and library services for library readers are organized in 10 reading rooms, 10 subscriptions, 8 halls of electronic resources. There are reading rooms in seven dormitories of the university. The organization of work on servicing readers corresponds to the main directions of educational training programs. The total number of seats is 1,078, including 380 seats equipped with personal computers with Internet access. RFID technologies (radio frequency identification of the fund) have been introduced in the reading room of the main building and in the educational library of the Faculty of Biology and Geography. The system allows you to automate the following processes in the library: acceptance of new receipts; return of the book; inventory of the fund; issuance of books to users; control of the removal of books from the library. There is a high-speed planetary scanner for digitizing the book collection.

The development of library and information technologies today is impossible without the formation of an electronic catalog, which reflects all information about library collections (Appendix F1). The electronic catalog allows students and teachers to carry out a multidimensional and full-text search for books and other materials in preparation for academic classes, including as part of the independent work of students, undergraduates. The volume of the electronic catalog is more than 600 thousand bibliographic records. For effective methods of serving readers and organizing the information space, an automated system "Book Publishing" has been introduced. ID card readers are installed at all service points for operational maintenance of readers.

The main directions of the library's work in the field of informatization is the complex automation of all library processes, namely the formation of an electronic library. The volume of the electronic library is about 70 thousand educational and scientific documents, these are lecture courses, teaching materials, educational presentations of the teaching staff, digitized educational publications and scientific articles, including the electronic version of the "Bulletin of Karaganda University", databases of its own generation: "Alma Mater KarU", "Academician E.A. Buketov", "Ecology of Central Kazakhstan".

Library information resources are available through the library's website at https://library.MSI .kz. The library's website performs informational and educational functions, where reference information is provided about new educational publications (Bulletin of New Arrivals), about periodicals being issued (Bulletin of Periodicals), about virtual exhibitions of books, about events for students, undergraduates and teaching staff. Each user has a login and password to access the full-text collections of the electronic library.

The formation of an open full-text database of scientific works of university staff is currently an urgent and priority task of every university and academic library. The repository provides a modern level of scientific communications, contributes to the formation and strengthening of the university's image, significantly improves the publicity and accessibility of research results, more quickly distributes new scientific knowledge, increases the coordination of scientific research. The institutional repository of the university reflects more than 12 thousand. intellectual developments of the university teaching staff. These are articles from all series of the "Bulletin of Karaganda University", materials of scientific conferences, separate collections of scientific papers, monographs, as well as publications of scientists in highly rated journals. Access to the repository is provided at (http://rep.MSI .kz). The university's repository is registered in the OpenDOAR international catalog (http://www.opendoar.org ), through which users have access to the results of scientific research of universities around the world.

For the purposes of library and information support of the educational process, full-text access to the resources of the Republican Interuniversity Electronic Library (RMEB) is provided (http://rmebrk.kz ), E-library (https://elibrary.ru ), IVIS (http://www.ivis.ru ), IS Paragraph (https://online .zakon.kz ), Epigraph (https://elib.kz ), Kazneb (https://kazneb.kz ), Polpred (https://polpred.com ) and others. Within the framework of the national license subscription provided by the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, access to foreign Scopus electronic resources is provided (https://www.scopus.com ), Science Direct (https://www.sciencedirect.com ) and Clarivate Analytics (https://www.webofscience.com ).

To support the research work of scientists, a collection of scientific resources of the Wiley publishing company was acquired (https://onlinelibrary.wiley.com ). The publishing house opens up opportunities for publishing the best achievements of scientists, increasing their recognition in the world of science and close cooperation in the international scientific community, and also publishes high-quality peer-reviewed scientific articles. Publishing the results of his research in such an authoritative journal opens up broad prospects for a young scientist.

The press service of the university consists of a press center and the university newspaper "Zhastar Alemi - The World of Youth". This unit provides support to students by providing up-to-date website content and the publication of a monthly university newspaper, which widely presents students' publications.

The university carries out work with young people, they contribute to the implementation of the youth policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan. These types of work are manifested in the organization and improvement of the educational process at the university, faculties, groups, contributes to the formation of an environment of mutual assistance and creativity in student groups. The health center of the University with 5 medical offices provides medical support for students who annually leave for field practice in Karkaralinsk. In addition, the health center conducts planned measures for the prevention of diseases, carries out activities to promote a healthy lifestyle, etc. Along with this, the staff of the health center provides control over the sanitary condition of academic buildings, dormitories, and social facilities of the university. In order to provide psychological support to students, a Center for psychological support of the educational process has been functioning at the Faculty of Philosophy and Psychology since 2014. Its activities are aimed at assisting students in creating a comfortable socio-psychological environment when problems of a communicative, interpersonal, adaptive nature arise.

Supporting structures carry out systematic and consistent work with students, providing conditions for their learning and personal development. All structures are working as planned. Reporting on their activities is reflected in the reports of vice-rectors, heads of departments, the annual report of the rector of the university, which are reviewed collectively and brought to the attention of all teachers and students through participation in the work of collegial bodies of the university (with the exception of the Supervisory Board) and faculties, posting a number of reports on the university website. Thus, the rector's annual report is posted on the university's website - http://MSI .kz/?page_id=1569&lang=ru. Online information resources work around the clock, which is provided by automated software services.

A bachelor's degree graduate is awarded an academic Bachelor of Education degree in the specialty "5B011600 – Geography".

1.2 Qualification characteristics of the graduate:

A graduate who has received an academic Bachelor of Education degree in the specialty "5B011600 – Geography" must have fundamental knowledge in all geographical disciplines included in the secondary school curriculum: "Natural Science", "Initial course of Physical Geography", "Physical Geography of continents and Oceans", "Physical Geography of Kazakhstan", "Economic and Social geography of Kazakhstan", "Economic and social geography of the world", "Geography of the modern world" and in all areas of study, including and in the disciplines of specialization, if additional educational programs are provided in the curriculum of the specialty.

A special place in the preparation of the Bachelor of Geography is given to general education disciplines – ecology, computer science, fundamentals of life safety, philosophy, economic theory, sociology, political science, foreign language, fundamentals of law, history of Kazakhstan and other core disciplines, as well as pedagogy, psychology and continuous school practice, which begins in the first year and ends in the sixth semester. The acquired knowledge allows the Bachelor of Geography to conduct high-quality training and education of students in multidisciplinary disciplines, contributing to the formation of a common culture of personality and the development of professional educational programs using a variety of teaching techniques and methods. The Bachelor of Geography is also the organizer of the activation of cognitive activity of students in the conditions of permanent self-education.

A Bachelor of geography should be able to analyze pedagogical phenomena, situations, facts, establish cause-and-effect relationships and dependencies between them, and on this basis develEP critical thinking, correlate the general with the concrete, independently depart from the learned pattern.

A Bachelor of Geography should take into account that a modern teacher works with a new generation of students ("new children"), which requires updating the content of the holistic pedagogical process, developing and implementing innovative teaching approaches in domestic pedagogical education;

The qualification characteristic of a pedagogical worker by level of education is a complex combination of professionally significant and personal qualities that determine the competence degree of pedagogical activity at each level of education, which combines three main aspects – substantive, procedural and personal, that is, determines, firstly, what a specialist is required to know in accordance with the list of officials responsibilities; secondly, how will he apply this knowledge in his professional activity; thirdly, what qualities of a person should possess in order for knowledge and skills to give maximum results.

The qualification characteristic is based on the following fundamentally important provisions:

- in the center of learning technology – a student;

- cooperation is at the heart of the educational activity;

- in the activation of cognitive activity – independent work of students; access to educational resources and self-education technologies;

- in possession of a range of training and support strategies, managing the individual educational route of each student in accordance with his professional intentions;

- continuous updating of special knowledge (permanent education) and improvement of their practice;

- in creating a developing space for individual and personality-oriented education, integrating the individual into a modern, multicultural society in order to demonstrate education and competence.

The qualification characteristic of a teacher is determined by the integrity of the pedagogical process and includes the following components:

- properties and characteristics that determine the professional, pedagogical and cognitive orientation of the teacher's personality;

- requirements for his psychological, pedagogical and ethnopedagogical training;

- the scope and composition of special training;

- the content of methodological training in the specialty.

1.2.1. Scope of professional activity

- organizational and technological activities as engineers in the monitoring system for the natural environment, employees of land and environmental organizations, in tourist and local history and environmental institutions, etc

- in the field of socio-cultural activities: to have an idea of ethical, spiritual and cultural values, about the basic laws and forms of regulation of social behavior, about sociological approaches to personality, to know the traditions and culture of the peoples of Kazakhstan, to know the trends in the development of society, to be able to adequately navigate in various social situations, to think creatively, to be tolerant of traditions, the culture of other peoples of the world, have an active life position;

- in the field of educational activities: creating conditions for the development of creative potential, initiative and innovation, obtaining knowledge on the fundamental disciplines of the emerging science of tourism, acquiring practical skills necessary for a tourism manager, effectively consolidating theoretical knowledge during the period of training and production practices, conscious choice of disciplines of specializations, as well as for students to continue their studies at the next stage higher education, formation of graduates' competitiveness in the labor market in the field of tourism, what will provide the opportunity for the fastest possible employment in the specialty; students' choice of individual programs in the field of education and professional competence, taking into account personal preferences, the specifics of the university, the changing conjuncture of the tourist market;

3. Prerequisites:

To study geological and geomorphological processes on Earth and in the Earth's crust, school knowledge of physical geography and the study of the disciplines of the physical and geographical cycle - general earth science, soil science, geophysics, geochemistry, ecology and sustainable development, information and communication technologies are necessary.

4. Post-requirements:

The course "Geology with the basics of geomorphology" is the basis for studying such disciplines as Soil Science, Physical Geography of continents and Oceans, Physical Geography of Kazakhstan, Geoecology and Environmental Protection, Landscape Science, Hydrology, Environmental Monitoring, etc. The knowledge and skills acquired during the study of this course are also necessary for the passage of educational and pedagogical, industrial practices.

Learning outcomes:

Knowledge and understanding: to know the basic knowledge of the fundamental sections of physics, chemistry and biology to the extent necessary for mastering the physical, chemical and biological foundations in ecology and nature management; to understand the methods of chemical analysis, to understand and be able to analyze the main periods of the Earth's development.

Application of knowledge and understanding: apply methods of geological and geomorphological sciences; acquisition of skills of familiarity with macroscopic definitions of minerals and rocks. Apply knowledge of geology in the field of determining morphometric indicators on the topocard.

In its research, geology relies on a complex of sciences – astronomy, geodesy, geography, etc. studying the Earth from various points of view, as well as biology, which allows to know the evolution of the organic world in the course of geological history. At present, geology has significantly differentiated and is a complex complex of interrelated sciences.

One of the most important sciences of geology is the study of the material composition of the earth's crust. This is the science of the geochemical cycle: petrography, which studies the rocks composing the earth's crust; mineralogy, the object of research of which is minerals, natural chemical compounds – components of rocks; crystallography and crystal chemistry – the science of natural crystals of the Earth's crust; geochemistry, which studies the history of geochemical elements and patterns of their distribution and migration in the Earth's crust.

Methodological recommendations for implementation:

To build sections on a geological map with a dislocated occurrence of rocks, it is necessary to know the elements of the occurrence of layers.

On a geological map with obliquely overlying layers (monocline occurrence of rocks), the outcrops of layers to the surface are expressed as a series of bands of different widths, in an age sequence replacing each other by falling or rising. With a normal inclined occurrence, the layers fall towards the location of younger deposits. Figure 1 shows a 1:50000 scale geological map with an image of obliquely overlying layers. All rocks on this map are inclined to the northeast, which is easy to check by building a section along the AB line.

The layers cannot be tilted to the southwest, since in this case the ancient sediments would lean on the young ones, which is excluded with normal occurrence of rocks. When constructing a section through a section with a monocline occurrence of layers, the direction of the cut line should be chosen at the intersection of the strata, i.e. along the line of incidence. In this case, the angle of inclination of the layers on the section will be true. The construction of the section begins as usual, with a topographic profile, then we work according to the above scheme. If the elements of the layers are known (the angle of incidence of the layers is 10 °), the boundaries of the layers are drawn according to the angle of incidence (using a protractor).

If the elements of the layers are not specified, only a schematic geological section can be constructed. In Fig. 2 shows a geological map of a site with an inclined occurrence of rocks, and the elements of the occurrence of layers are unknown. Analyzing the map, as in the previous case, we can conclude that the layers fall to the northeast. Having built a topographic profile, we will transfer the geological boundaries depicted on the map to it. Assuming (as in all our constructions) that the thickness of the layers is constant, and drawing lines inclined to the northeast from the points of the exits of the layers (the angle of inclination is taken arbitrarily), we get a schematic geological section of the area.
