THESIS REVIEW AND EVALUATION

The relevancc.of the research lies in the fact that today, in the era of globalization, a multilingual
person ‘occupies a special place in society. We all know that learning another language,
master_mg it, is, first of all, a special role in international relations. Teaching English in higher
education institutions has a special status. Kazakhstan has its own national model of education
focused on the student as a subject of educational activity, as a developing person striving for
self—actu.alization, self-expression and self-realization. The most important component of the
pedagogical process in such conditions is the personality-oriented interaction of subjects in
educational activities -the teacher and the student. The future of a sovereign country today
depends on talented, educated, inquisitive, and fluent in English youth. In this regard, the main

task facing educational institutions today is to educate highly qualified, active specialists who
speak three languages.

Themfom, differentiated instruction in teaching is currently an urgent problem. Differentiated
Enstruction in teaching is the process of differentiation and individualization of learning taking
Into account the interests, inclinations and abilities of students, i.e. the organization of the
educational process. Differentiated instruction in teaching allows students to take into account
the interests of students more fully by changing the structure, content and organization of the
overall learning process, developing their abilities, creating < RO U T S C g S
accordance with their professional interests and the directions they adhere to in relatianotr 10
continuing education. Currently, the issue of students studying English at the university on an
equal level and becoming competitive specialists remains relevant in the future. Differentiated
instruction in teaching English contributes to the fact that students of non-linguistic specialties
master English at an equally high level. This type of training is a combination of theory and
practice. In addition, differentiated instruction in teaching is an indispensable method in matters
of language teaching not only for students, but also for teachers.

This research paper presents a novel idea and new solutions in line with modern requirements.
The integration of distance education and Smart technologies provides a fresh perspective on
teaching English while taking into account individual student characteristics.

The relevance of the research problem in Kazakhstan is indicated by the adoption of a number of
strategically significant documents at the state level: the Strategic Development Plan of the
Republic of Kazakhstan until 2025, the State Program for the Development of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2025, the Strategy "Kazakhstan-2050": a new
political course of the established state, the Concept of Kazakhstan's entry into the top 30 most
developed states the world, the National Plan "100 concrete steps: a modern state for all". Due to
such an ideological and political approach to the topic, the research may remain quite local, with
some references to international and global science. In today's world, the use of information
technologies, especially Smart technologies, is expanding in education and contributing to the
improvement of the effectiveness of the learning process. Traditional methods of teaching
English may sometimes be insufficient for students of non-linguistic majors. However,
differentiated teaching based on Smart technologies allows the learning process to be tailored to
the specific needs, interests, and abilities of each student, which enhances motivation and

facilitates deeper language acquisition.

Malika Otynshiyeva's thesis consists of several sections: The introduction substantiates the
relevance of the problem, defines the object and subject of the study, its goals and objectives,
formulates a hypothesis, reveals the methodological basis, scientific novelty, theoretical and
practical significance of the work, outlines the provisions submitted for defense.



In the first chapter, theoretical aspects of the problem of differentiated Iearning (review of
literature data), philosophical, psychological and pedagogical approaches to the problem of the
need to take into account the individual characteristics of students in the learning process are
analyzed, the concepts of "differentiation” are revealed, attempts to apply the ideas of
differentiation at different educational levels are analyzed. In the second chapter, the results of
the experimental implementation of differentiated instruction in teaching English at non-
linguistic faculties of the university. The course and results of approbation of the proposed
pedagogical model of differentiated instruction in teaching English are presented. Information is
also provided on the implementation of the results obtained in pedagogical practice. In
conclusion, the study examined the real state of the educational process in higher education,
revealed the degree of effectiveness of the proposed model of differentiated learning, and

determined a set of pedagogical conditions that contribute to optimizing the process of learning
English by students of non-linguistic specialties.

The procedures used in the thesis correspond to the purpose, objectives and nature of the
research, and the most original and effective parts are a survey among students, the organization
of experimental work in the real practice of higher education, observation, and also as a method
of mathematical processing of statistical data.

The whole set of scientific and applied results of the thesis can be qualified as a proposal
of new solutions to the problem under study, which is necessary for the development of an
important direction of foreign language learning. The main provisions of the thesis research are
reflected in the publications published during her doctoral thesis. During her studies, the doctoral
student published several scientific articles on the topic of thesis research, which showed
sufficient publication activity, as well as a good level of research competence.

According to its content and structure, the thesis performed by Otynshiyeva Malika is an
independent, original and relevant scientific work and makes a certain contribution to the
Kazakh pedagogical science. It is important for the practice of teaching foreign languages.

In general, the author of the thesis research managed to successfully plan the study and organize
experimental work aimed at testing the obtained research results. The thesis of Otynshiyeva
Malika is distinguished by the logic and consistency of solving the tasks set due to the
formulation and justification of the problem and the purpose of the study.
