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Review

of the Scientific Supervisor for the PhD Dissertation (Thesis)
by Aizhan Bolatovna Nabiyeva
entitled “Formation of foreign-language pragmatic competence of
future English teachers through the use of Web 2.0 technologies,”
submitted for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in the
educational program 8D01702 — Foreign language: two foreign
languages

The dissertation by Aizhan Bolatovna Nabiyeva presents a comprehensive and
timely study devoted to one of the most relevant issues in modern foreign language
education — the development of pragmatic competence among future English language
teachers through digital technologies. The title of the dissertation precisely reflects its
content and the main research focus. It clearly indicates both the object of investigation
(foreign-language pragmatic competence) and the methodological framework (use of
Web 2.0 technologies). The structure of the dissertation fully corresponds to the
research objectives and ensures logical coherence between the theoretical,
methodological, and empirical parts.

The work is organized in a clear and well-balanced manner. The introduction
justifies the relevance of the topic, formulates the aim, objectives, hypothesis, and
research tasks. The subsequent chapters maintain a logical sequence: the first chapter
presents theoretical foundations, while the second discusses practical aspects and
experimental results. The internal logic of argumentation is consistent and supported
by empirical evidence, demonstrating the author’s systematic and rigorous approach.
Transitions between sections are smooth, and the language of the dissertation is
academic, precise, and stylistically appropriate.

The author demonstrates profound knowledge of linguistic, pedagogical, and
methodological theories relevant to the topic. The theoretical framework includes
classical and contemporary models of communicative and pragmatic competence
(Hymes, Canale & Swain, Bachman, CEFR), approaches to teaching pragmatics
(Austin, Searle, Grice, Brown & Levinson, Taguchi, Kasper, Ishihara, Cohen), and
concepts of digital pedagogy (connectivism, SAMR model). The dissertation reflects a
wide theoretical horizon and the ability to critically engage with different paradigms.
The discussions with previous research are thorough and evidence-based; the author
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does not merely summarize existing positions but evaluates and compares them to
justify the originality of her own approach.

A significant contribution of the dissertation is the development of an original
structural-functional model for forming foreign-language pragmatic competence in
pre-service English teachers. The model includes interrelated blocks — target,
conceptual, content, procedural, and evaluative — built on competence-based,
communicative-cognitive, task-based, sociolinguocultural, and connectivist
approaches. Its main advantage lies in its integrative nature: it connects theory,
pedagogical practice, and modern technology. The inclusion of explicit instruction,
awareness-raising activities, collaborative learning, reflection, and the use of authentic
Web 2.0 tools (Nearpod, Flip, Padlet, YouTube, Canva) provides a multidimensional
learning environment that develops both pragmatic and digital competencies. The
author convincingly argues that this model enables students not only to use the English
language appropriately in intercultural contexts but also to teach pragmatics effectively
in their future classrooms.

The empirical research is of high scientific and practical value. It is based on
experimental teaching conducted among pre-service teachers at Karaganda National
Research University. The research design includes diagnostic, formative, and
evaluative stages; data collection methods combine quantitative and qualitative
approaches; and the results are processed using statistical analysis (Student’s T-test,
Wilcoxon, McNemar criteria). The experimental findings confirm a significant
improvement in students’ pragmatic competence, particularly in pragma-
comprehension and pragma-production skills. The developed Nearpod-based course
English in Context: Communicating with Pragmatic Awareness has been successfully
implemented, providing a valuable example of technology-enhanced pragmatic
instruction.

The dissertation relies on an impressive number of sources — over 400 references,
including recent publications (2020-2024) and internationally recognized authors in
linguistics, applied linguistics, and digital education. The bibliography demonstrates
both the breadth and currency of the author’s research. The use of Kazakhstani
normative documents also strengthens the contextual relevance of the study within the
national educational framework.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation lies in (1) the introduction of the term
foreign-language pragmatic competence into the Kazakhstani academic discourse, (2)
the theoretical substantiation and design of a technology-based formation model, and
(3) empirical verification of its effectiveness. The work has not only theoretical
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significance but also clear practical applicability: it can be used in teacher training
curricula, in-service teacher professional development, and in designing technology-
enhanced language courses that integrate pragmatic instruction.

In conclusion, Aizhan Nabiyeva’s dissertation represents a solid and innovative
research contribution to the field of applied linguistics and language teacher education.
It successfully combines linguistic theory, pedagogical methodology, and digital
innovation. The study meets all the requirements for a PhD dissertation and has both
academic and applied value. The model developed by the author may serve as a
methodological framework for similar research and educational initiatives aimed at
integrating digital tools into the development of communicative and pragmatic
competence of future teachers.

Final assessment: The dissertation is coherent, well-grounded, and innovative. It
demonstrates the author’s high level of theoretical understanding, methodological
competence, and research independence. | recommend the dissertation for positive
evaluation and the awarding of the Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) degree.
